FOR POLICEMEN

Chief Simpson Sends Appeal
to Commissioner McLellan

* LI COST DOUBLED, BE SAY

Wants Total Force ‘of 65 and
Higher Wages—Suggests Mini-
mum of $900 and Maximum of
$1,140 for Patrolmen—Figures
Froem Other Cities

In a petition to the commissioner of
public safety, the cief of police makes
an urgent appeal for an increase in sal-
aries for all members of the force, He
refers to the increased cost of living, say-
ing that it is double that of two years
dgo, and that it is impossibje for the men
to live on the wages received.

In order to meet existing conditions
the chief also says it is necessary to in-
crease the size of the force to sixty-five

of all ranks.
For purposes of comparison he gives
figures for other cities in support of his

Since I a ed to you a year ago for
the increase, conditions have changed
rapidly; and the cost of living is mow
doubie what it was two. years ago and
still; rising, ‘Take for instance, flour, po-

need not dwell on these matters, as they
are well known to you all.

I feel it is my duty to make this ap-
plication stronger and more emphatic
than on the previous occasion, as I do
not believe the big-hearted people of our
city know that our policemen are paid
less wages than the alien enemies of our
country over which they now have sup-
ervision, and smaller wages than the av-
erage laborer. In thése days of 26c.
cheese, 50c, butter, and 60¢. eggs and 8
potatoes, our policemen are expected to
live in decent houses, pay all their debts,
keep up their families, maintain a cer-
tain social standing, meet their life in-
surance premiums, contribute to the sal-
aries of the doctors and preachers, and
lay by a handsome competence for old
age, on what? less than provides, for
necessaries of life. You expect your pol-
ice to maintain integrity, to keep rigid-
ly honest, -and every day they are kept
in grinding poverty, waiting patiently
for the good will of the council to change
their lot. There is not a man on ous
force that I know of that you could ap-
proach or buy with a thousand dollar
tip; but that does not excuse exposing
them continuously to the temptation of
bitter necessity. Whether the police are
doing their duty or not may be better
judged from the results obtained, and
I think I can vouch for that.

I would further point out that the pol-
ice force must be composed of men of
physical prowess and courage, and able
to take care of themselves in any emerg-
ency; but they must be more, they must
be men of keen intelligence and shrewd-
ness, and on the wages paid it is impaos-
sible to get men possessing these quali-
ties. Further they give the municipality
the best years of their life, and at mid-
dle age, if unable to continue the strenu-
ous duties, have to seek other occupa-
tions. A policeman must hold himself
ready at all times to face any danger,
even death itself, in the city’s service. Is
it fair, therefore, that your police force
should be paid much less wages than
your carpenters, brick layers, paper hang-
ers and plumbers

I have communicated with a number
of cities throughout Canada and the
United States, and after having perused
the statistics received, would respect-
fully submit the following scale, which is
quoted as a medium low average, and
also showing the necessary number of
extra men required to patrol the city:—

The will -was signed in the presence
of two witnesses and is drawn in legal
form, but in this case the formalities of
proving the will are not required.

Under the law there are fewer formal-
ities required in connection with the will
of & soldier written on the battlefield
than with almost any other document.
So long as the intention is discernible,
the courts will do their best to give ef-
fect to the will, no matter how informal
it may be. This is a practise which has
existed for many ages. Julius Caesar is
on record as recognizing wills written
by soldiers in blood on their shields or
with the ﬁ)omt of their swords in the
dust on the ground. The modern law
does not ‘go quite so far as this, but all
legal formalities are dispensed with.

Under these circumstances some
strange wills have come to light in the
present war. The identification books
furnished to British soldiers contain the
form of a will which may be filled in by
the owner. There is record of a case of
one soldier who, evidently in a spirit of
Jjocularity with no thought of death in
his mind, filled in the form, leaving all
hig estate;to “a home for homeless cats,®
and the will was duly probated.
