PROCLAMATION SAL AS A"IIOttawa, Feb. 23—The soldiers’ boot 
investigation was begun this morning be­
fore a special committee of the com­
mons.

The first witness was Theo. Galipeau, 
of Montreal, a member of the depart­
mental board, which last fall made an 
inquiry into the same subject. He said 
that four witnesses from the militia de­
partment were alone examined, but in 
reaching their conclusion the members of 
the board were not guided solely by the 
evidence, but by their knowledge of the 
shoe business.

Hon. Charles Murphy, who replaces 
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux on the commit­
tee, questioned the witness on feature | 
of the reports, and as to the difference in 
the findings dated January 6 and 7. The 
witness said the board had been unable 
to get testimony from the soldiers at 
Valcartier, as they had gone away.

Edward Stephen^ another member of 
the board, a retail shoe dealer, was ex­
amined by Sir James Aikens and brought 
out statements that the boots examined 
did not all come up to specifications. He 
did not find a single pair of boots pro­
vided with steel slugs as specifications 
called for. Only two makers, he said, 
had dressed the boots to make them 
waterproofs
