Mr. Ferris accompanied Roosevelt 
his first round-up, and speaking of 

the incident Roosevelt in his autobi­
ography says: “The first time I was 
ever on a round-up, Sylvane Ferris, 
Merrifield, Meyers and myself, each 
chose his own string of horses. Three 
or four of the animals I got were not 
easy to ride. The effort, both to ride 
them and to look as if I enjoyed doing 
so, on come cool morning when my 
grinning cowboy friends had gathered 
round ‘to see whether the high-headed 
bay could buck the boss off,’ doubtless 
was of benefit to me, but lacked much 
of being enjoyable.

“The time I smashed my rib I was 
bucked off on a stone. The time I 
hurt the point of my shoqlder I was 
riding a big sulky horse named Ben 
Butler, which went over backward with 
me. When we got up it still refused 
to go anywhere; so, while I sat it, Syl­
vane Ferris, and George Meyers got 
their ropes on its neck, and dragged it, 
choking and plowing the ground. When 
they released the ropes It lay down 
and wouldn’t get up.

“The round-up had started, so Syl­
vane gave me his horse, Baldy, which 
sometimes budked but never went over

The beginning of this long and inti­
mate friendship came about in the 
eighties, when Roosevelt bought n 
partnership in the Maltese Cross Ranch 
at Medora, N. D., at that time owned 
Uj- Mr. Ferris and A. W. Merri field, 
and it ended only with Roosevelt’s 
death.

Mr. Ferris’ beautiful Sierra Madre 
home shows the love, admiration, and 
inspect, in which he holds the depart­
ed warrior-statesman’s memory. In 
one corner of the living room, stands 
the 45-90 sharps buffalo rifle, which 
was Roosevelt’s personal, and favorite, 
big game piece for many years, and 
which he gave to Mr. Ferris. The 
cartridge pouch encasing the original 
cartridges which “Teddy” purchased 
himself, are with it, and no amount of 
money could buy them.

On the wall hangs a group photo­
graph of Roosevelt, Mr. .Ferris, his 
brother, Joseph Ferris, A. W. Mcrri- 
fleld, and George Meyers, taken at the 
first Progressive National Convention 
in 1912, at which Mr. Ferris was dele­
gate from North Dakota. In the guest 
room hang other pictures of the Presi­
dent, duty Inscribed, While the Ferris 
bookcase holds volumes of Roosevelt s 
books bearing personal inscriptions on 
their fly-leaves.

Record in Asbestos.
The non-metal group contributes 27 

i Per cent, of the total value of min­
erals. Two-thirds of this is due to 
cement and other structural materials 
such as brick, lime, sand and gravel. 
After these, asbestos is the most im­
portant mineral, with a value of 
$7,400,000. It Is noteworthy that a 
record output of asbestos was attained 
in point of tonnage, though the value 
per ton was low. The competition of 
South Africa is felt most keenly ln 
the longer and more expensive grades 
of fibre; and, besides this, the uses 
of the shorter grades are developing 
very rapidly.
Nickel Reaches Pre-war Output

Gold leads the metals group, with 
$24^82,000. This is slightly less than 
last year, due to power shortage in 
Northern Ontario last winter. The 
coming year will see this total in­
creased substantially, due to the en­
largement of old mills and the con­
struction of new ones. Silver also has 
fallen off by one and one-half millions, 
being $10,944,000 this year. The out­
put ln ounces is, however, slightly 
greater, due principally to the two 
important mines in South Lorrain.
