New York, June 6.—The western 

teams of the American League came 
into the parks of their eastern rivals 
yesterday, not as a gentle breese but 
a rip-snorting cyclone, winning two 
games and coming within an ace of

St. Louis against Philadelphia and 
Detroit against Washington were the 
two western winners, but the repl 
thrill was furnished by the last place 
Chicago White Sox who frightened the 
New York Yankees into going ten inn­
ings, finally succumbing in a desperate 
effort, 7 to 6.

The Yankees, having lost three 
straight, needed the game and they 
gave every ounce of their power to 
win. It meant more than victory to 
them for St. Louis, with a stronger 
attack than the Sox, mauled Rommel, 
one of Mack’s stars, and won over 
Philadelphia 10 to 3, giving the Yankees 
a wider margin.

Cleveland, which is the one western 
team which should have won, drop­
ped before the weak Boston Red Sox 
with a chance to slip into second place. 
They are only three points today be­
hind the Athletics who momentarily at 
least, have lost their punch. The score 
was 10 to 6.

The other westerner to win was De­
troit, which shut out Washington and 
collected three runs. The victory gave 
Cobb’s team a look in on the eastern iri- 
vasion, and bunching Philadelphia* 
Cleveland and Detroit, gave the battle 
for second place in the American 
League a more realistic turn.

The New York Giants, whose good 
average form has not attracted the at­
tention that lesser teams are receiv­
ing, beat the Cubs, 8 to 3, batting out 
a win after Jack Bentley, the Balti­
more, failed to pitch winning ball.

RAIN SPRINKLES THE FIRST
LARGE LOT OF JUNE BRIBES

Croker’s Widow Denies She 
Ever Heard of Marone

Dramatic Moment in Will Contest Case When 
Mrs. Croker Faces Witnesses From the U. S.— 
Withstands Severe Cross-examination.

TWO MILLION VOLT CURRENT IS 
TAKEN FROM ARTIFICIAL CLOUDS

Remarkable Feat in Laboratory 
of General Electric Co.

Scientist» Play With Home- 
Made Lightning Which 
Creates Havoc in Miniature 
Village — Some Rain Pro­
duced—Flashes Measured.

IS STLL RISING
Water Climbs Five Feet in 
Three Hpurs—Overflow of 

Banks Expected Today.
Pittsfield, Mass., June 6. — From 

manufactured clouds over a miniature 
village artificial light of two million 
volts was produced yesterday in the 
high voltage engineering laboratory of 
the General Electric Company’s plant 
here. In September, 1921, a demon­
stration of the workings of 1,1100,000 
volts was given, but yesterday's feat 
was said 'to surpass any previous ac­
complishment in high voltage.

Lightning flashed from the make-be­
lieve clouds, striking the village church 
steeple, the country store and occa­
sionally both at once. The sound of 
the thunder was realistic. In some 
tests even rain was produced.

Transformers were used to “step 
up” a current of about 2,000 volts one 
thousand times. In the million-volt 
transformer more than 100 miles of 
wire was used.

The laboratory in which yesterday's 
tests were conducted is a large brick 
building lined with steel to prevent any 
disturbances from reaching outside and 
causing possible damage to the. fac­
tory.
Conclusions Reached.

In these tests it was determined, ac­
cording to the experimenters, that a 
tubular transmission cable six and one- 
half inches in diameter would be of 
sufficient size to retain this enormous

Saskatoon, Sask., June 6.—Thousands 
of people thronged the banks of the 
South Saskatchewan River here last 
night' watching the rapid rise of Its 
waters. Warnings from Alberta that 
a huge rise was to be expected had ex­
cited unusual interest. One section of 
the south bank is already crumbling 
away under the floods which at mid­
night was within eight' feet of the street 
level. Residents along the soutli bank 
of the river were busy removing every­
thing possible from the basements of 
their homes, plugging basement sewer- 
traps and generally preparing for the 
overflow of the banks which is ex­
pected to come today.
