Ottawa, Dec. 2—The problem of de-
mobilization and’ the measures. already
taken in ‘hand by ‘the dominion govern-
ment together with thg question of the
co-ordination .of domirion and provin-
cial government efforts will be the sub-
ject for discussion at tomorrow’s ses-
sion of the third conference between the
secretaries;” of the provincial returned
soldiers’ commissions and the officials of
the department of soldiers civil re-estab-
lishment.

The conference will likely last tomor-
row and Wednesday. It opened at 1
o’clock today ,with an address of wel-
come by Hon. Sir James Lougheed, min-
ister of soldiers’ civil re-establishment,

Touching upon the pgoblem of de-
mobilization and the t‘m(ﬁng of employ-
ment for returning soldiers, Sir James
Lougheed said:
