CAT’S STRANGE MANIA

Huge Animal Defies Death to Revel in
*  Magazine Covers.,

A cat—a\ ghostly, incomprehensible
animal that thrives on poison, dodges
bullets and walks in and out of traps
unscathed—has furnished Chicago with
a mystery which borders on the uncanny
Each night for the last five months a
malicious and predatory feline has con-
ducted an orgy on the elaborate mag-
azine stand in a stationery store in
South Clark street, sometimes alone,

which it slays and partially devours.
Hundreds of dollars in stationery and
magazines have.been ruined by the weird
animal, and hundreds of attempts to
trap, poison or shoot it have been futile.
The cat has a mania for magazine cov-
ers. It has been heard yowling in ec-
stasy, and onee it was seen by a detec-
tive who made it his business to wait
for it behind a counter for a week. He
described it as a huge whjte animal,
rolling over the magazines in a frenzied
revel. He would have shot it, too, for
he was armed with a high-power gun,
but as he was aiming the weapon an
unbearable itch on his nose distracted
him and in a flash the cat was gone.

A week later the same detective was
rewarded for his vigil by another sight
of the cat. This time he fired three
shots, and the animal reared up and em-
itted a strange “meow.” It returned
the next night, however, with a fellow
cat and destroyed the entire upper lay-
er of magazines.

Despairing of killing it in this fashion,
poison was tried by the hunters. Hunks
of meat and bits of ecatnip heavily
sprinkled with deadly drugs and powd-
ers were liberally placed on the maga-
zine stand and other spots in the store.
The animal ate most of the meat and
sampled most of the catnip.

And then the cat came back. It tore
a dozen magazines into shreds, spoiled a
dozen more and broke several large bot-
tles of ink. And it has been coming
back every night or so for the last two
menths.—Chicago News.

CHILDREN UNCARED FOR

Since the lethal clifamber has been out
of commission I have had many calls
from persons who had sick, stray or
disabled dogs or cats, that they wished
to have destroyed and I have had to go
back to the old method, of having them
shot or chloroformed. From the account

of the work of the Animal Rescue Lea-
gue, and the electric cages as given by
Mrs. Huntington Smith of Boston, in
her lecture here last summer I think the

electric cages would be a great improve- |

ment on the old gas chamber, and trust
the executive will take this matter up at
an early date. If the ladies are success-
ful in establishing such a home for cais
and dogs, I feel it will be a great bene-
fit not only for the comfort of the ani-
mals, but for the public generally, as
by that means the city by-law re dogs
could be much better carried out, and
thereby lessen the large number of stray
and unlicensed dogs which are running
at large throughout the city.

The city by-law states that every H-
censed dog must have a collar on, with
its owners name, and tag with number
of its license, but how few you will find
thus equipped. -

Care of Children

Ihave mentioned - in former reports
the need of a home for neglected and de-
serted children, and now that an act
has been passed giving the society pow-
er to step in and take children from par-
ents or guardians who are not taking
the proper care of them, I feel that some
steps should be taken at once to provide
a suitable home for such children where
they can be educated and brought up
properly. I know of places in the city
in which it is our duty to take action,
but where are we to put them? If it
should be a Roman Catholic family I
would ‘have little trouble in getting
a home for the children as they have
large institutions for their children and
will take them in, but if it is a Protest-
ant family I find on application to the
two institutions, that they are filled,
and I have had to call upon the com-
missioners of the Municipal Home to al-
low the children to go there, but find
that institution is now overcrowded with
children who should not be there, (not
but that they are well treated there, and
given a good education, and in fact the
institution is a palace to the home they
were taken from) But feel that they
should not be sent there but, as stated,
a suitable home should be established
for such children. The Ladies’ Auxiliary
are arranging for a home for neglected
dogs and cats, who will do the same for
the children? ;

The working horses that are driven,
or looked "after by their owners gen-
erally fare well, and are seldom ill-treat-
ed but where there is a hired man or
boy, in cnarge of them they do not fare
so well, and it is here where most of
the cases of cruelty occurs. There is an-
other city by-law which if carried out
would often enable me, or others to fol-
low cases of over driving and ill-treating
horses, that is having the number or
names on the wagons or sleds. I have
had reported to me, and seen many my-
self at a distance where the driver was
illtreating the horse, but owing to not
having a number, or name, on the wag-
on, or sled, and the driver not known, it
could not be followed up.

Our best thanks are due to J. King
Kelley, K. C., of this city, who has given
so much of his valuable time not only
in cases taken to court, but in many
ways in helping your agent in the dis-
charge of his duties, and I wish to add
my sincere thanks to Mr. Kelley for the
great help he has given me.

Hillsboro Report
The following report from Hillsboro
was submitted:—
Hillsboro, N. B, Feb. 6.
Dear M;. Wetmore:—
I have your letter of January 81 and
am glad to say that the report I have to

make with regard to matters in which
your society is interested, as far as Al-
bert county is concerned, is one which
reflects to the credit of this locality, as
cases of cruelty or neglect coming to my
notice have been very few indeed and
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such cases as have been referred to me
have not been of great importance.

In one case, a carload of cattle, load-
ed for St. John, was delayed here a day
and a night, owing to a enow blocade on
the Salisbury and ‘Albert Railway. I saw
that the car, which was an open one,
was shunted into a protected place, and
had arranged that in case of a change
in the weather and it becoming too se-
vere for the cattle to remain exposed,
the owner take them from the car and
f)lace them in a barn nearby. Fortunate-
y the weather continued moderate, and
the cattle did not suffer. The owner,
Mr. Landers, from St. John, I found to
be ‘a reasonable and considerate man,
and quite willing to look after the ani~
mals’ comfort, ‘while in transit. -

The case of a horse unfit for work
was referred to me#T saw the animal
and found him to be an old worn out
horse, quite beyond the days of service,
and as he had apparently fulfilled all his
obligations to his owner, I ordered him
L off the streets, and released from further
service, and I think jthe poor brute was
destroyed.

Another case of cruelty to a horse in
the back settlement was referred to me,
but upan enquiry.I found that the case
reported was the result of a feeling em-
inating from a law suit, and as there was
some doubt as to the justification of the
coin]t)llsinnkt: x toorl:ﬁm action.
