Indian Mythology Tells of the Discovs
ery of the Plant,

This wonderful product, which has
conferred such substantial benefits on
the world, strange to say, is of unknown
origin ; its genesis is wrapped in a
mystery, or, at least, not definitely fixed.
The Sioux City corn palace, which opens
October 17, has issued the follow ing
scrap of information on the origin of
corn.

Like wheat and barley, its origin is
in the twilight orantiquity. It was first
cultivated in the United States, however,
by the English, on James river,Virginia,
in 1608, the seed being obtained from
Indians, who claimed to be the first dis-
coverers of the plant—receiving it direct
from the hands of the Creator. School-
craft gives the mythological history of
it:

“A young man went out intothe woods
to fast, at that period of life when youth
is exchanged for manhood. He builta
lodge of boughs in a secluded place and
painted his face of a somber hue. By
day he amused himselfin walking about
looking at the various shrubs and plants
and at night lay down in his bower, look-
ing up through its opening into the sky.
He sought a gift from the Master of Life
and he hoped it would be something to
benefit his race. On the third day be
became too weak to leave his lodge,
and as he lay gazing upward he saw a
spirit come down in the shape of a
beautiful young man, dressed in green
and having green plumes on his head,
who told him to arise and -wrestle with
him, as this was the only way in which
he could obtain his wish. He did so
and found his strength renewed by the
effort. The visit and trial of the wrest-
ling was repeated for four days, the
youth feeling at each trial that although
his bodily strength declined & moral
and supernatural energy was imparted,
which promised him the final victory.
On the third day his celestial vis-
itor spoke to him. ‘To-morrow,’ he said,
swill be the seventh day of your fast and
the last time I shall wrestle with you.
You will triumph over me and gain your
wish. As soon as you have thrown me
down strip off my clothes and bury me
on the spot in soft earth. When you
have done this leave me, but come oc-
casionally to visit the place, to keep the
weeds from growing. Once or twice
cover me with fresh earth’ He
then departed, but returned next
day, and as he had predicted, was
tkrown down. The young man obeyed
his instructions in every particular, and
soon had the pleasure of seeing the green
plumes of his visitor shooting up through
theground. He carefuly weeded the earth
and left it fresh and soft, and in due
time was gratiied by  behold-
ing the matured plant, bending
with its golden fruit and gracefally
waving its green leaves and yellow tas-
gels in the wind. He then invited his
parents to the spot to behold the new
plant. “Itis mondamin, exclaimed his
father. “It is the spirit grain’ They
immediately prepared a feast, and in-
vited their friends to partake of it, and
this is the origin of Indian corn.”—S8t
Paul Dispatch.

THE CHINESE RIOTS.

Two or three reasons are given for the
anti-missionary riots in China, neither
of which may be the correct one,
yet they are worthy of consideration.

.One is that the nuns were in the habit

of sprinkling the children as they pass-
ed them in the streets with “holy
water,” & procedure which was
without justification, and which
could not be tolerated in any civilized
country. If this was done, it is no won-
der that the ire of the barbarian was
aroused, and that in his ignorance he
should anticipate disastrous results to
his progeny. As the fury of the mob
was first wreaked upon the Roman Cath-
olic missionaries and their property,
there is some ground for believing this
reason to be the true one, and that belief
is strengthened by well confirmed reports
that the Protestant missionaries were
not disturbed, until several days after
the breaking out of the riots.

A writer in the London News ex-
presses a belief that the riots were in-
tended as an answer to recent anti
Chinese demonstrations in America and
Australia. It would be difficult for a
barbarian to see any moral obligation
on the part of the Chinese to treat the
people of a foreign nation who seek
a home in the Flowery Kingdom
otherwise than as they are them-
gelves treated by the nation from
which they came, The writer in ques-
ion says :—“The Chinese recognise that
if you refuse to receive & man in your
own house because he is dirty, vicious
and disagreeakle he has a perfect right
to shut his door in your face when you
want to enter his honse. ButI am con-
vinced that this view will not be taken
by the Government, and that in a few
years at most, perhaps in & few months,
the combined great powers will be en-
gaged in a war with China with the ob-
ject of facilitating “friendly intercourse.”
A late Washington despatch says that
the British government vessel Porpoise
has been ordered from Hang Kow,
where she was staying the hands of the
Chinese from éxterminating the mission-
aries, to Behring Sea to look after the
geals. This indicates a belief on the part
of the government that the riots if
not quite, are nearly over.
