WEEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.
Victoria Meteorological Office,
August 26th to September 1st, 1903.

The weather during the greater portion |
of the past week has been rather unsettled.

Low pressure areas have hovered on the
northern coast of Vancouver Island and
then moved across the province into the
Northwest Territories; at the same time
the pressure was high in California. These
movements
in this district, and as the high area
moved inland to Nevada and Utah showery
conditions became general throughout
British Columbia and the adjoining states
of Washington and Oregon. The amount
of bright sunshine, however, registered |
here has been slightly in excess of that of§
the previous week. Temperatures have |
been below the normal on the Coast, but |
greater heat has occurred between the |
ranges and in the valley of* the Sacm—;
mento, where 102 was recorded on the 1st
September. Winds have been light to moder- |
ate, only oce nally becoming fresher on ‘
the outside coast. The week has closed |
with a spell of .iner weather, the baro- |
metric pressure increasing over the Whole‘
region from the Pacific to the borders of |
Manitoba, and bright clear weather with |
seasonablie temperatures prevailing in ail |
sections. At Dawsen the weather has been 1
rain only falling on one day; :
