A suit for $159,000 was commenced in 
the Exchequer Court at Ottawa, on the 
26th ult—Murray vs the Queen.

The Suppliant, John R. Murray, who à 
the surviving contractor for the construc­
tion of section No. 19 of the Intercolonial 
Railway, claimed $159,000 for extra work 
done, resulting from changes of grade and 
location of the line of railway made by 
the engineer in charge during the execu­
tion of the contract, payment for such extra 
work being provided for in the contract.
