Wear в Monarch’. Crown—The Golden
Wreath That Was Offered to and Ite­
rated by BenooneBeld.

It I» no mean dietinction to have re­
fused a orown. There la probably not 
one men In a million who would decline 
a kingdom it it were offered him, in 
spite of the rertleee nights and fearful 
days that are commonly supposed to be 
the lot of в king. Even Cromwell ie 
said to hate ref a end the orown of Eng­
land more from fear of others than from 
any other motive

But there have been many man einoe 
Cromwell who have refused to wear a 
monarch's orown. Thirty-five увага 
ego, when the throne of Greece wee va­
cant, more than one great English 
statesmen might have ruled over the 
destinies of that elastic country, but the 
dlffloultlee In the way were formidable. 
Mr. Gladstone's name was freely men­
tioned in connection with the orown of 
Greece, though, as Mr. Gladstone was 
a member of the government el the 
time, the proposal never took definite 
shape.

Йе late Lord Derby, however, who 
bad strong sympathies with Greece, wee 
offered tits orown and refused it, throw­
ing away £00,000 a year and a king­
dom. It was not the first time a man 
bod declined to ait on the throne of 
Greece, Prince Leopold, the father of 
tbe present king of the Belgians, hav­
ing refused the crown when Greece was 
declared a kingdom in 1830. Prince 
Leopold’s reason for refusing the orown 
was that the proposed boundaries of 
tbe country were insufficient, the ex­
clusion of Crete especially influencing 
his decision.

One of Queen Victoria’s sons, tbs 
Dnke of Edinburgh, has also been offer­
ed the Grecian crown. He was appealed 
to iu the sixties at the time Lord Derby 
declined the crown, but was compelled 
to refuse the offer owing to the attitude 
of the powers, who strongly declared 
their opposition to Prince Alfred being 
crowned king of Greece. The throne 
was then offered to the present king, on 
whose bchnlf it was accepted by his fa­
ther, the king of Denmark.

The crown of Austria-Hungary war 
refused in the middle of the ceutnry by 
the Archduke Franz Karl, the father of 
the present emperor. King Ferdinand 1 
abdicated in December, 1848, the throne 
then descending in the ordinary сопше 
to Archduke Franz Karl. The aroh 
dnke, however, declined 
which he handed over to his son, who 
•till wears it.

Another crown which hss been more 
than once refused is the crown of Rou­
manie. When Roumanie was declared 
a kingdom, it was settled that the 
throne should" descend to Prince Leo 
pold, the eldest brother of the then 
reigning king. The prinoe, however, 
voluntarily yielded hie rights to the 
crown in favor of hie son, Prinoe Wil 
helm, the renunciation being registered 
in the senate in October, 1880. Prinoe 
Wilhelm remained heir apparent for 
eight years, bnt toward the end of 1888 
be formally refused to accept the crown 
and his brother became heir apparent, 
being now Prince of Roumanie. Tbe 
prince baa since married Princess Marie, 
a granddaughter of Queen Victoria.

Not many years ago a nephew of the 
great Napoleon died in exile, after re­
fusing a crown. Prince Napoleon, nick­
named “Plon-Plou,” son of a brother of 
Napoleon Bonaparte, was invited to sit 
on the throne of Roumanie as tbe first 
king of that country, bnt he declined 
the offer, believing at the time that hr 
might ascend the throne of France. So 
the bird in the hand flew away and tbe 
bird in the bash was never caught. Tbe 
man who bad hoped to be crowned king 
of France died ont of that country In 
solitary exile. He bad sacrificed one 
crown In the hope of receiving another 
and lost both.

Early in the present century Ferdi­
nand VII renounced tbe crown of Spain 
in favor of his father, who again refused 
it in favor of Napoleon. The great con­
queror had to faoe a nation in arms, 
however, and never took the throne.

The story of Lord Beaconsfleld 's gold­
en crown provides ns with another in­
stance, though there was no throne with 
this strange crown. The man In whose 
brain the idea of crowning Lord Bea- 
consfleld originated is now dead, but as 
long as he lived he never recovered from 
tbe blow of Lord Beaconsfield's refusal 
of bis tribute. Tracy Turnerelli receiv­
ed subscriptions from 60,000 people to­
ward hia gold laurel wreath* but in 
Jane, 1879, when he formally offered 
the crown to his idol, it was refused.— 
Philadelphia Times.

"When the King of Spain Lived no the 
Banks of the Schuylkill" (in Philadel­
phia) in The Ladles’ Home Journal.

The old way of recovering coal from 
a sunken canal boat wee to relee the 
boat, with the ooal in It, to a point 
where the ooal could bo reached. Chaîna 
were worked, under the sunken boni 
from pontoons moored alongside of ft 
At low tide the ohelne were made feat 
on the pontoons, which, rising with tbo 
tide, lifted tbe sunken boat clear of the 
bottom. At high water it wee taken In­
shore aa far aa possible, until It again 
grounded. This operation wee repeated 
nntll the boat wee brought to the eor- 
faoe. The new way, or, rather, the mod­
ern way, is to pump the ooal np from 
the boot, wherever It may lie, and then 
raise the boat, if it does not raise Itself. 
By this method the work ie all done In 
very mnch leas time and at very much 
less expense.

The pomp need has no pump velvet. 
It ie a centrifugal pomp, the notion 
being produced by moaaeof a disk, with 
wioge attached, turning at high speed 
within the pomp ahol! e circuler cham­
ber, to which the auction pipe it attach­
ed. An eight Inch pump e< title kind 
will pump grate or broken ooal eerily, 
and pump np a load of 100 tone la a 
day. It will raise ooal from a boat 
rank at any depth ton » feet to *00 feet.

The pump and engine are Installed 
on a wrecking boat, whloh le moored 
near the sunken boat. In this nee the 
pomp bee a long flexible section of auc­
tion pipe attached to It, aad to that 
are attached the varions additional 
lengths of pipe that may be required to 
reach down to the ooal. This pipe le 
made of wrought Iron, Bad it it made 
in Motions of different lengths, so that 
it may be joined to make a pipe ot 
any length desired. At each end of tack 
length of Iron pipe la a Hanger. As 
lengths of pipe are joined, tbe flangtn 
art bolted together, with a rubber gas­
ket between, to make the joint tight 
The flexible notion pipe it held te) 
over the .water and over tbe sunken beat 
from the wreuklag boat by a gaff, aad 
iron pipe b added to the needed depth. 
By means of the gaff the pipe may be 
raised and lowered at oooaelee any re­
quire, as, for Instance, to re be tbe low­
er end of tira notice pipe from ana part 
ot the oaaalboat up end over в cross­
