Lieut. Governor Snowball.

News of the appointment of Hon.

That Mr. Snowball would be
selected hy the Dominion Government
for the position was anticipated for
some months, but it was thought that
as Governor McClelan had mnot gone
out at the end of his term, on 1lth
ult,, it was possible that his servioces
might be retained in the office until
after the meeting of the legislature.
This conjecture turns ous, however, to
have been incorrect, and we are quite
sure that while the late chief executive
retires trom the position which he has
filled 8o creditably and constitutionally,
with the highest esteem and good will
of all classes, his successor will be
received with that oconfidence and
pleasurable anticipation which his ex-
perience in public life, sucoessful busi-
nees career and high social position are
calculated to invite.

The French Canadians.

Mr. C. A. Duff Miller (Agent-General
for New Brunswick) : 1t gives me great
pleasure tv say a few words on behalf of
my fellow-conntrymen—my French Cana-
dian fellow-countrymen. I have listened
with great interest to the lecture, ‘and I
would point out to Mr. Belcourt that Mr.
Keunedy set himself to speak chiefly of
the habitants—a class of people of whom
he gave us a most pioturesque desorio-
tion. Like General Robinson, I take
exceptivn to the statement that the
French Oanadian is not known here.
When 1 tell people I am a Canadian, they
very often ask me about my French
fellow countrymen, and want to know
whether they are happy and oontented ;
80 I»u-n testify that they are known, and
that interest is taken in them. If they
are not known already, they ocertainly
dessrve . to be knuwn en aoccount of
their loyalty. Under the old French
regime they werd not too ocomfort-

"{able. The ocountry was to a oertain

extent exploited by favourites of the
Court, and the people were not treated us
they should have been. They made as
much out of the people as they possibly
oould and paid them in paper money,
‘which was repudiated to the extent, I
believe, of about four millions sterling.
However, they stood by the old flag and
fought the English long and stubboruly,
but onoe really beaten they gave allegiance
to the conquerors. To turn to the British

devotion te thelr Church and institutions,
and loyalty to the Throne.

That Mutiny Story.

The officers and men of the Canadian
Mounted Rifles are a liitle indignant at
stories of a mutiny and of trouble at the
concentration camp of the (Janadian
Mounted Rifles. Adjutant Church told
the Herald last night that all these stories
are the worst kind of rubbish, without one
word of trath mm them. 8ince the
concentration began, he said, thirty-six
men had been discharged, because it was
found that they would be unfit for service
in South Africs, but as to trouble on
aoccount of this, or for any other reascn,
there is no such thing. Col. Evane, who
isin command of the /Rifles, says that
the Rifles are the best body whom he
ever had any experience with, and he ie
sure that the 900 men he is takiug to
South Africa will be a thoroughly well-
disciplined corps, a credit to Canade. It
is to make sure of this that a few men
have been dismissed as unfis,—Halifax
Herald.

The annual meeting of the North
American Fish and Game Protective
Awsociation, held at Burlington, Vt., on
Wednesday and Thursday of last week,
was a very suocessful one. Sittings was
held at 10 and 2.30 each day, the even-
ings being given to literary and soical
intercourse. At the first sitting, Presi-
dent J. W. Titcomb, of St. Johnsbucy,
Vt.,, read his address and Secretary-
Treasurer E. T. D. Chambers his report
on the year's transactions, showing that
substantial progress had been made.

Africa, we have very many French Oana-
dian regiments it Ounads, snd the officers
and men of them volunteered as readily
as those in our English regiments for
servioe in the war. Wedo not need to
Lput them under English officers’; indeed,
we sent our French Canadian officers to
command English and French in the
Transvaal, notahly Col. Lessard, who

ded the Canadian Mounted Infan-
try in the field, and Major Hudon, who
commanded tho *‘C” Battery of artillery
that went through Beira to the relief of
Mafeking. I followed the Prince and
Princess of Wales through French and
English Canada and ocan testify that
their Royal Highnesses were received
just as kindly by the French as by the
Eoglish. Perhaps they did not cheer as
loudly in Quebec as in some places, but
then, the French are a very respectful
people, and do not think it uecessary to
make a noise in order to show their
loyalty ; though at Montreal, where they
sre more mixed with the English, the
cheering and waving of handkerchiefs in
the French quarter was as marked as any-
where in Canada. It might interest my
hearers to-night, and at the same time
illastrate how Canadians, both English
and French, are intimately associated,
when I tell you that my own cousin is
descended from two of the personages
mentioned by me to-night. She lives in
Quebec, and is, in fact, the great great
grand-daoghter both of Madame de Lery
whom George I1I. so moch sdmired, and
slso of Captain Bouchette who conducted
General Carleton through the American
lines at Quebec. 1 lived amongst the
French Canadisns during my boyhood's
days, which were perhaps the happiest in
my life, and h-rnod\,to understand their
character and to sympathise with and

But the C. P. R. has offered to adopt the
Atlantic if the I, C. R, will, and if these
two roads would adopt it the other roads,
the steamboat lines, and hotels and mills,
would follow suit.
