GREAT INCREASE
BOSINESS OVER 1.C. R
DURING AUGUST

OTTAWA, Sept. 17.—During August
the Intercolonial did thée largest bus-
iness in the history of the road since
its inception. The gross, receipts for
the month totalled $850,000. This is
$55,000 greater than the revenue for the
same month last year. The increase in
the earning of the Intercolonial is at-
tributed to increase in motive power
and car cquipment, to an improvement
in organization and the general busi-
ness activity in the country served by
the road. The deputy minister of rail-
ways Mr. M. J. Butler, is looking for-
ward to still further growth in the bus-
iness of the road.

The new Atlantic deckload law for
winter months is to bhe proclaimed this
week and for the remainder of the
winter steamers will be able to carry
greater deckloads than in the past.
