CAUGHT IN FORE PEAK GJUBILEE OF PETROLEUM.

The oil lamp is a little older, yet 
still a comparatively modern inven­
tion; while it was the Swiss, Argand, 
who discovered tile principle of the 
glass lamp chimneys, yet the modern 
lamp, with its wick and tW wheel de­
vice for raising and lowering the wick, 
was only patented in the year 1800.
Its patentees were two Frenchmen.
Carcel and Carreau.

The common, so-called paraffin oil 
which tve burn In cut- lamps is a far 
more-, vp.'r-nt invention than the lamp 
itself. Petroleum oil springs were 
known of centuries ago, but until pe­
troleum was found in America in 1859 
it was never used In lamps. Before 
that date we burnt expensive vege­
table oils costing as much as fifty 
cents a gallon. Cheap lamp oil does 
not celebrate, its jubilee until next 
year.

It seems curious that coa! gas is so 
much older a form of light than coal 
oil. So long ago as 1798 Mr. Mur­
doch used gas for artificial lighting.
No less an authority than Sir Humph­
rey Davy was bitterly opposed to coal 
gas. He sarcastically inquired wheth­
er it was intended “to take the dome 
of St. Paul’s for a gasometer."
