Champion Battered and Bleed-
ing Is Saved from a Knock-
out by the Referee After
Furious Go.

Richmond Arena, Cal, Feb, 22.—His

face battered to a pulp, his eves clos- |

od, covered with blood and staggering
helplegsly about the ring, Battling Nel-
8son, conqueror of Joe Gans, was sav-
ed from a knockout in the 40th round
of o 46 round fight with Ad Wolgast
today. Referee Eddie Smith humanely
stopped the unequal contest.

The battle was for the world's light-
welght championship.

Nelson, game to the last, stood in
the centre of the ring and though he
could hardly raise his handsg, begged
to be allowed to continue. He was led
to his corner, heart broken.

In the opposite corner of the ring,
the new lightweight champion of the
wogld, Ad Wolgast, of Cadillac, Mich.,
wal lifted to the shoulders of his
trainers while the big crowd cheered.

Only once did Nelson have a chance,
In the 22nd round, with a stinging
right cross to the jaw, he staggered
Wolgast and before the round closed
he dropped Wolgast in the middle of
the ring with a similar blow. Three
seconds were tolled before Wolgast
regained his feet. The crowd prepared
to leave the arena as the word went
from bench to bench that another boy
had fallen vietim to the wanderful
durabifity of the Dane. ‘But in the
next round Wolgast recuperated and
from then on, slowly but surely wore
down Nelson.

For 12 rounds before the finish Nel-
son seemed bewlldered and his blows
were -delivered as though his arms
were stiff. From the 30th round Nelson
could hardly see or hear. The left
slde of his face had lost all semblance
of its former contour. He staggered
and hung on. In the 37th round he was
all but out,

In the 38th round John Robinson,
Nelson's manager, wanted to throw
the sponge into the ring, but-Abdul,
the Turk, another of the seconds, tore
it from his hands and threw it into
the bucket. Robinson protested on the
verge of tears that his man was beat
en. When the 40th cdme Referee
Smith asked Nelson if he wanted to
quit. Nelson, unable to talk merely

shook his head negatively. After 30 |
geconds of the 40th round had gone |

and as darkness was beginning to
creep over the scene, Referee Smith
raised Wolga st's glove and the new
lightweight champion was made,

Wolgast out-generalled, out-
boxed and all but out-gamed Nelson.
After the fight, . Wolgast scampered
out of the ring like a school-boy and
galloped through the mud to his train-
ing room. Nelson was taken out on
the arms of his seconds. As he was
carrfed through the crowd he was
cheered for the grit and gameness he
had displayed.

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Situation in England As-
sumes Less Foreboding
Aspect-~The Extremists
Change Tactics.

Prefer to Conciliate Gov-
ernment - Rather Than
Force Another Election
==Churchill Speaks.

London, Feb, 22.—Without any ac-
tual ch#nge in the parliamentary sit-
uation, the outlook tonight was morc
hopeful for the government. It seems
that certain ministers met the new
parliament on Monday without having
taken uny great care, either to see
the views of the various

ing the government majority, or
satisfy their susceptibilities and the
surprise with which the Nationalis
and Labortes learned they had misa
prehended Premier Asquith’s speech
with reference to securing “guaran-
tees” for dealing with the House ot
Lords, was a great measure responsi-
ble for the acute crisis.

Both the Nationalist and Labor par
ties, however, are aware that they
have little to gain by throwing out
the government which would lead to
dissolution and to the probable victory
of the Conservatives at the pext gen-
eral election. Hence, the extremists
today displayed a more conciliatory
spirit

The cabinet held a long council to
draft the veto resolutions and to de-
bate the general situation. The re.
sult of their deliberations was a
speech by Winston Spencer Churchill,
president of the Board of Trade, which
he delivered in the House of Commons
announcing the determination of the
government to stand or to fall by the
veto bill. This determination should
to some degree, satisfy the irreconcil-
ables, who, it should be yremembered,
in no way agree among themselves,
the Laboriteg being so strongly for
as the Nationalists are against the
budget,

Any direct co-operation between
these two parties with the express
intention of defeating the government,
Is extremely improbable, In fact,
meetings of the Labor party have
shown that there is a strong feeling
against any action likely to defeat the
ministry while the Nationalists’ world
very unlikely go beyond abstaining
from voting for the budget Indeed,
al a wmeeting today, the Nationalists
decided not to take any action for the
present, which would embariass the
government,

The political atmosphere continned
heavy when parllament reassembled
this afternoon, but a ray of hope a
peared with the announcement that
the Nationalists at a meeting early
in the day decided not to move an
amendment Lo the address in reply
to the speech from the throne,

The text of the Nationalist
tion follows:

“Resolved, that having regard for
the supreme importance of the con-
stitutional struggle going on between
{the two houses of parliament and be
ing convinced that the primary busi
ness of this\parliament was to act on
the mandate givenjin the general elec
tion and proceed forthwith to limit the
veto power now exercised by the
House of Lords over aJi progressive
| legislation, the Irish party decides not
to complicate that great issue by
moving an amendment to the address
cor by balloting for bills and motions
|during the present session.”

Defer Crisls,

This decision was accepted genen
ally in the lobbies to mean that al-
though John Redmond, the National-
ist leader, had rendered judgment
against the government, he and his
followers had decided to defer the
execution of the sentence and not to
throw out the cabinet over the budget,
while abstaining from supporting the
financial measure as they abstined
from supporting the financial moeas-
ure as they abstained in the last par-
liament, Home Rule for Ireland is
the stake for which the Nationalists
are jplaying, and they realize that it
would cease to be a live issue linme-
diately upon the resignation or de
feat of the government,

Speaking from carefully .prepared
notes, which showed that he was the
mouthplece of the government, Wins-
ton Spencer Churchill declared that
the cabinet would stake its whole ex-
istence upon the passage of the véto
bill and he promised that a resolution
embodying its principles would be
brought forward at the earliest pos-
sible moment. He did not think that
any responsible member would recom-
mend that the House exercise its pow-
er of refusing the necessary supply.
