Connaught May be Appointed
Regent When King and
Queen Go to Egypt—Why
“Tolstoi Fled]from His Home
=-37 Marriages in Less Than
an Hour {

London, Dec. 28.—It is now thought
likely that the intention formed early
in the year of sending the Duke of
Connaught to Canada as the next gov-
ernor general will be abandoned. The

duke arrived in London today after
his South Africa tour, during which
all accounts agree, he made himself
enormously popular with every class
and community. No official announce-
ment has been made with regard to
the Canadian appointment and, as it
has never actually been made, no an-
nouncement will be necessary.

The arrangement was arrived at
during the lifetime of the late king.
The death of Edward VIL has made a
great difference to the Duke of Con-
naught. Edward delighted in royal
functions and was unwearying in the
persopal performance of them. Of
late years also George, then Prince
of Wales, took an increasingly large
part in these duties.

The present Prince of Wales, how-
ever, is much too young to take any
part in public affairs, and as the king
cannot attend all functions at which¥
the presence of rolalty is necessary or
desirable, the Duke of Connaught will
for some years be the natural person
to act for the king. Apart from that,
he will probably have to fill the posi-
tion of regent during the absence of
the king and queen in India in the
early part of 1912,

It may thereforz practically be tak-
en for granted that some member of
the government will succeed Lord
irey in Canada.

When Tolstei fled from his home
it was generally thought that he had
been moved by some sudden impulse.
But a letter which was written 13
years ago to his wife and which has
now been published by her in the
Novoe Vremya effectually clears up
the mystery which surrounded the mo-
tives of the flight from Yasnaya Pol-
yana.

The letter was marked, “Unless 1
leave directions to the contrary, this
letter is to be handed to 8. A, after
my death.” It runs as follows:

Dear Sgnia:—Long have I been
been tormented by the discord be-
tween my life and my beliefs. To
compell you all to change your life,
the habits to which I myself have ac-
customed you. I could not continue to
live as I have lived these 16 years,
struggling or irritating you or falling
myself under those influences and
temptations te which I had become
accustomed and by which I am sur-
rounded I also cannot, and 1 have
now decided to do what'I have long
wished to do, go away.

The chief. thing.is that just as the
Hindus nearing €0, retire into the
woods and as old religious men seek
to devote their last years to God and
not to jokes, puns, gossip or tennis,
s0 for me, entering my seventieth
vear, the all soul absorbing desire
is for tranquility, or solitude.

If T did this openly there would be
entreaties, pleadings, criticisms, -
rels, and I might weaken, perhaps,
and not fulfill my decision—yet it
must. be fulfilled. And so pray for-
give me if my act causes you pain
and above all, in your soul Sonia,
leave me free to go and do not re-
pine or condemn me.

That I should have gone away from
you dces not mean that I am dis-
pleased with you. You have given me
ani the world what you could give.
You have given great. motherly love
and devotion, and you cannot but be
prized for that.

But during-the last period of our
life—the last 15 vears—we have drift-
ed asunder. I cannot think that I am
to blame, because I know that I have
changed, not for myself nor for other
people’s sake, but because 1 could
not do otherwise. Neither can I blame
you that ycu did not follow me, but
thank and lovingly remember, and
shall coutinue to remember )o'u, for
what you gave me.
