If there is one thing more than an­
other, which might be found useful to 
you at any time, it Is to know how to 
make stencils, that is designs cut out 
in paper or cardboard, so as to enable 
the design to be traced or painted 
through the openings as many times 
as you wish. Mother for Instance 
would perhaps like to have a cushion

What You Require.

Now take your ruler and draw a 
straight line from corner to corner 
across the square.
