Infirmity and childhood are
properly subject to a guardianship not
essentlal to the welfare and not con-
sistent with the rights of normal men
@nd women. It follows that in estab.
¥shing general rules—in other words
making laws—for the regulation of
Society there needs be special pro-
vision for those members of the com-
munity in any manner disqualified for
dife under its working conditions, Dis-
qualification is & broad term; it in-
cludes many forms of incapacity,
Among them tnsufficient powers of self-
pestraint. But nobody, we think, will
contend that in the making of laws
the paramount consideration should
be for the incapables of the body
soclal. Nobody mindful of its bear-
ngs and implications will contend for a
rineiple in legislation that would sub-
ordinate and restrict the privileges of
the normal and the efficient to. limitas
tions proper and necessary in relation
to the abnormal and inefficient. Yet
the rule of prohibition as it has mow
been imposed upon the basic law of
the United States is in direct and abso.
dute disregard of this fundamental
pringiple.
! The logic of prohibition is basically
ungound in that it imposes upon the
efficient and seif-controlled rules appli-
table In equity and common-sense
only to the weaklings of society. Pro-
hibition denies to A that which he may
use legitimately becanse B may make
it a subject of abuse. Thus A is
penalized in respect of the deficiencies
of B. Bstablish the rule that one may
hot emjoy that which another may
abuse, and the result would be univer-
#al demoralization. There arp thoss
Who drive motor-cars recklessly, fisk-
ing their own lives and menacing the
lives of others. Under the logic of pro-
ition nobody should be allowed to
*ivé & motor-car. Incidental to navi-
atlon of the seas ships are lost and
men, women, and children are
drowned to the loss and distress of
society. Under the logic of prohibi-
tion navigation of the seas should be
prohibited. There is no activity, no
development in the field of industry,
which has not its victims. - Under the
false logic of prohibition industry
should cease. Thus regarded as a
principle, prohibition under cloge
analysis runs quickly into absourdity.

The cornerstone of our system is the
principle of individnal liberty. It was
worked out by a moral people through
generations of unrestricted life under
subjection to an old-world mastery. It
was in a sense the discovery of our
foref#hers and it was by them de-
clared and fixed in our national charter
guaranteeing to all the “inaliemable
rights” of “liberty and the pursuit of
happiness.” For a century and a haif
it has stood as the basic principle in
American life. It has been the stimuli
of incomparable achievements in mate-
rial and moral development. It is our
pride and our boast.

RESOLUTIONS PASSED
AT CONVENTION

When Delegates Heard Speak-
ers: Who Denounced the
Methods Employed at Trial
of Strike Leaders,

London, Ont, April 2—Without a
dissenting vote, and with considerable
enthusiasm, the delegates assembled
inthe Masonic Temple here today for
the annual convention of the Ontario
Independent Labor party passed a res-
olution of sympathy with the Winni-
Peg labor men who are at present in
Jail with the incidents arising out of
the Winnipeg strike of last year.

“Resolved, That this convention of
the Independent Labor party, after
hearing G. Cascaden address us on the
Winnipeg strike, go on Tecord express-
ing sympathy with the convicted men
in their fight for liberty and, in view

t the appeal about to be made, we
urge the Minister of Justice to release
these men on bail in the meantime
without restricting their Ppersonal
liberty, and that a copy of this resolu.
tion be sent to the Minister of Justice
at Ottawa, and to the Defence Com.
mittee at Winnipeg.”

Hear Orators.

Prior to the adoption of the resolu-
tlon Gordon Cascaden was given some
time to make a statement concerning
the trial to the convention. He stat-
ed that during the last few years g
8py system had been inaugurated in
Canada.

“Inaccurate reports have been
made and innocent remarks have
been comstrued into seditions utter-
ances,” Mr. Cascaden said. “Detective
spies have been operating to send in-
nocent men to prison. If there are
any spies present here they can come
forward and get a copy of this ad-
dress in which they will find the truth
of the situation.”

DISASTROUS FIRE
AT MONTREAL

Heavy Property Loss and
Many Narrow Escapes from
Death When Corner Block

Burns.

Montreal, April 2.—The worst con
flagration which has occurred in
Westmount since the burning of the
Arena, took place early this morning
when a three story brick building,
situated at the corner of St. Catha-
rine and Gladstone Streets, occupled
on the ground floor by Ryan’s Dry
Cleaning Works, and the other two
floors being used as apartments by
Mrs. A. Shaw and H. Hayter, was to-
tally destroyed. The loss to the build-
ing and contents is estimated to be
between $75,000 and $100,000,

One old lady, who lived on the
third floor, was taken to safety with
the greatest difficulty By sub-chief
Hort and fireman Burrows. She was
holding a large hand bag in her arms
while frantically calling for help from
the third story windows. Ladders
were immediately put up, and despite
the heat of the flames which at that
time were blistering -the doors and
window sills the building opposite
the sub-chief and fireman Burrows
managed to reach her. Finally it was
necessary to force her to descend and
to leave the hand bag behind. On
reaching the ground it was learned
thet the handbag contained a large
number of Victory Bonds, diamonds
and valuable papers. One of the fire
men ran up, and, after mueh’ difficul
ty, managed to get the hand bag and
bring it to safety.

H. Hayer, who lives on the second
floor of the building, was asleep when
the fire broke out. He was forced to
jump from a second story window
and in doing 8o injured his leg. A
number of people were forced to the!
street in thelr night attire. They
were looked after by neighbors.

The Lord Mayor of Dublin has re-
ceived a letter from Premder Lioyd
George, dated Manch 31, alluding to
the impossibility of s uring evidence
in the ordinary way c: lenlated to dead
to the arrest and conviction of -
derers in the formidable o ‘mpaign of
terrorism now menacing Ireland.

Unless the stnikers’ demand
for an eight-hou rday is granted, union
officials threatened to spread the wailk
out to the 'longshoremen’'s and other
harbor workers’ organizations and
j “completely tie up the port.”

Mr. Mantell admitted tonight that
2,000 of the 3,000 men engaged on
ferry boats had answered the strike
call. Thirteen hundred men employed
on barges, he said, had been automati-
cally thrown out of work by the walk-
out.
