PATRIOTIC MEETING

St. George’s Society Continues Centennial Celebration—Ad-
dress and Jewel Presented by St. Andrew’s Organization
—Large Gathering Heard Admirable Addresses.

With enthusiasm in plenty, with two
excellent orators, Hon. Geo. E. Foster and
J. D: Hazen, M. P. P., with a good in-
cidental programmme and the best of good
feeling abroad, the patriotic meeting held
by St. George's Society in the York
Theatre Monday night, as the second item
of their centennial celebration, could not
be otherwise than successful. There was
a very large audience present.

Handsome Decorations.

The interior of the York Theatre was
decorated in a manner that could not be
mistaken as tokening other than a meet-
ing where the displaying of patriotism

was an object. To the employes of Man-

chester, Robertson & Allison is due the
credit for the taste and propriety shown
in this decoration. Bordering the ceil-
ing, hung around the gallery and desz2ud-
ing from the two large chandeliers in the
ceiling to the corners of the gallary were
strings .of . streamers. At . intervals ar-
ound the front of the gallery groups of
British ensigns  hung in majestic folds,
while everywhere among .the masses of
color, one caught glimpses of the bright
tints of the Union Jack. In the cenfer
and front of the stage the beautiful ban-
ner of the society was hanging, while fromn
the top of the stage and caught up at the
sides ,drooped, . curtainlike, two huge
flags, the Union Jack, and on a white
background the red cross of St. Geotge.
On the wall to the right and left of the
stage were two shields of St. George winch,
on a smaller scale, were used also in decor-
ating around the front of the gallery, to-
jgether with other shields, ¥yvergieens
tastefully placed added much to the culor
effect, which was truly praiseworiiy-

J.'D. Hazen's Address.

J. D. Hazen said 100 years in the his-
tory of a young country was a long time.
Yet the history of this province practically
commenced with the arrival of the U. E.
Loyalists little more than 100 years ago.
Before that time there was a :ettlement
at Maugerville and also one at St. John,
but the true growth of the province dates
from that memorable 18th day of May,
1783, when 3,000 men driven out of their
homes in the United States landed at St.
John and proceeded to hew for themselves
a home out of the primeval wilderness.
Hé read selections from a history of Brit-
ish North America written by the late
(alvin Hatheway and printed in St. John

| from the press of Chubb & Sears, showing

what hardships the Loyalists had to under-
such hardships
had little time for intellectual pursuits
but when conditions improved somewhat
the spirit again showed itself, culminating
in 1802 with the . orgamization of St.
(George’s Society, which has been a patent
factor in Canadian life ever since. ‘Lhe
torch of loyalty lighted by the Loyalists
in 1783 burned as freely now as ever and
although great changes had taken place
in Canada since that time the -changes

. were.such as to bind our land closer to

the homeland. When Queen Victoria as-
cended the throne, the revolutionary
gpirit was at such a stage that the throne
was regarded as the pallid shadow of a
day which had fled. Victoria’s rule made
the throne the passionate devotion of the
British people. The St. George’s: Society
had witnessed this. It had witnessed the
confederation of Canada, of Australia and
would in a few years see the confederation
of South Africa. It had lived to see Can-
adian soldiers go to South Africa and fight
side by side with the flower of the British
army. And all to defend the flag which,
as it floats to the heavens, is symbolical of
all that is best in'true religious, social and
constitutional liberty. The story of Paarde-
berg had been written and told and when
the story of Hart’s River, where Cana-
dians under Lieut. Bruce Carruthers, held
their ground until alls.were killed or
wounded came to be written it would be
found to compare favorably with the Spar-
tans under Leonidas, who held the pass
at Thermopylae. When this is written it
will make a bright page of British history.
(When in June next XKing KEdward is
crowned with imposing ceremony it will
be the greatest pageant the world has
ever seen becaunse the king will be sur-
rounded not only by the crowned heads
of Europe and the gorgeously arrayed
diplomatic service but by men from all
the colonies of that greater Britain across
the seas which his noble mother did so
much to present to the empire. He will
realize that in these colonies lies the
greatest \strength Yf the empje over
which all pray that Edward VII may
long be spared to reign. (Great ap-
plause.)

TROUBLE WITH IMMIGRANTS

HALIFAX SAYS A BAD LOT WILL LAND
AT ST. JOHN.

Norwegians and Swedes Who Are Going to
Work for Clergue at the Soo Made Things
Lively---Sunday's Fatality-—=Troopship in
Port. e

Halifax, N. 8., April 21—(Special)—
Steamer Manchester Shipper, under char-
ter to the Franco-Canadian line, and
which arrived here this morning from
Antwerp, had nearly 800 passengers. She
had 384, mostly Italians, to land here, and
about 300 tons of cargo. She also had
about 400 immigrants and considerable
cargo for St. John. The St. John bound
passengers” are Norwegians and Swedes,
all men, and bound for the Clergue works
at Sault Ste Marie. They are one of the
worst lot ever brought here. They were
supposed, to have remained on board, but
all came ashore and the majority became
intoxicated and made things lively about
Water street. The captain of the Shipper
is not anxious to take them farther, as
‘he had conmsiderable trouble with them

on the passage. The second day out from
Antwerp they requested him to put back
and land them.

Ca.se of Trouble Over Smuggling to Engage
Woodstock Magistrate.

Woodstock, W. B., April 21—(Special)—
Wm. Kelly, of Debec, charged with as-
saulting Customs Officer Frank Burns last
week, was arrested at his home and
brought to Woodstock last. night and
placed in the county jail. Deputy Sheriff
Martin Lawless, of Houlton, is here try-
ing to secure extradition papers. The
prisoner will be brought before Police
Magistrate Dibblee tomorrow. J,C. Hart-
ley will represent the state of Maine and
K¥rank B. Carvell the prisoner. Different
stories are told of the assault. It appears
that Mr. Burns came from Fort Fairfield
to Debec disguised as a pedlar with a view
of stopping the smuggling of potatoes
across the lines. While Kelly was near
the boundary line with a load of potatoes
at 3 o’clock in the morning his team was
stopped by Burns. It is claimed that
Burns drew his revolver, fired one shot
which passed through Kelly’s mouth, the
bullet afterwards being extracted by Dr.
Hand from the back of the ear. The sec-
ond shot slightly injured Kelly in the
groin. The bullet hit a belt and glanced
off. Kelly retaliated by hitting Burns
with a sled stake, breaking his arm and
several ribs. Kelly then drove home and
Burng succeeded in crawling to a Mr, Ter-
rell’s residence, whence he was driven to
Houlton.

THEY LOST MANY MEN.

Government Loss Not So Heavy as
Was Inflicted Upon the Attacking
Body -- Believed Tovn is ‘Being
Bombarded, and Insurgents Will
Be Dislodged: '

Washington, April 19—The navy idepart-
ment has received the following cable-
gram from Commander McCrea, of the
gunboat Machias, dated Colon, April 19:

“Bocas Del Toro, Colombia,
rendered- No injury to American citizens
or interests. Making arrangements to
withdraw forces this evening. Will sail
fore Aspinwal Sunday.”

Colon, Colombia, April 19.—The expedi-
tion under Gen. Gomez, the military gov-
ernor of Colon, which left here yesterday
on the government gunboat General Pin-
zon for Boscas Del Toro, was due at
Bolas at about 8 o’clock this morning. The
expedition comprised 700 men with four
guns.

A German steamer from Bocas, which
has just arrived here, brings news that
the Liberals effected a landing in open
boats and barges mear Bocas at 6 o’clock
Thursday evening, when fighting began.
The Liberal troops outnumbered the gov-
ernment force, which was forced to sur-
render the town yesterday morning.

CUBAN RECIPROCITY.

—

Republican and Democrats Uaite and Over-
rule the Chair.

RIS,

Washington, April 18.—The Democrats
and the Republican insurgents rode rough-
shod over the house leaders today when
the voting began on the Cuban reciprocity
bill. They overthrew the ruling of the
chair in committee of the whole on the
question of the germaneness of an amend-
ment to remove the differential from re-
fined sugar during the existence of the
reciprocity agreement provided for in the
bill. The vote to overrule the decision
of the chair, made by Mr. Sherman, of
New York, was 171 to 130, Republicans to
the number of 37 joining with ‘a solid
Democratic vote to accomplish this result.
Having won this preliminary - victory the
amendment was adopted in committee,
164-111 and later jn the house, 199-105.

On this occasion 64 Republicans voted
with the Democrats for the amendment.
The bill then was passed by an over-
awhelming majority, 247-52.

The bill as passed authorizes the presi-
dent, after the orgamzatien of an inde-
pendent government in Cuba and the en-
actment of immigration, exclusion and
contract labor laws, to negotiate a reci-
procal trade agreement with Cuba, by
which in return for equivalent concession
the United States will grant a reduction
of 20 per cent from the Dingley rates on
goods coming into the United States from
Cuba, agreement to continue until Dee. 1,
1903. During the existence of such agree-
ment the duty on refined sugars and all
sugars, above number 16 Dutch standard,
is to be 1.825 per pound.

Negro Women's Clubs.

Knoxville, Tenn., April 18—The Ten-
nessee Federation of Woman’s Clubs to-
day defeated a resolution to instruct its
delegates tc vote against the admission of
negro women’s clubs into the general fed-
eration at the Los Angeles convention.

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SUMMER  SEIENCE  SCHOOL

A PLEASANT SESSION AT ST, STEPHEN
PROMISED. '

Much to Entertain Visitors at Meeting Soon
to Be Held --- Good Opportunities for
Nature Study--Hospitable People to Wel-
come the Many Expected. :

St. Stephen, April 16—On July 22nd of
his year, the 16th session of the Summer
School of Science for the Attlantic provinces
of Canada will begin here. Thig will be
the most memorable gathering ever held
on ‘the St. Oroix. The sessions will con-
tinue 16 days. During their visit, citizens
will have an opportunity of proving to
the strangers that it 1s mot an idle boast
which visitors heretofore have proclaimed,
viz: “No place in Canada can be found
such hospitable entertainers as the resi-
dents of St. Stephen.”

In 1887 this school met at Woliville, N
8., with an attendance of 41. Tt has yearly
increased until last year at Lumenburg
there were 372, so that it is safe to- esti-
mate an attendance this session of 500, for
the great benefits to be derived are becom~
ing more manifest to all having theinter-
ests of education at heart, and as well for
the ‘inducements offered for attendance
here, not only socially but particularly the
scientific and historical .knowledge to be
gained along the beautiful St. Croix. 8t.
Stephen is at the head of navigation on
the river. ‘The town is about two miles
in length and the centre of a street divides
it from the enterprising town of Mill-
town. On the opposite side of the river
is Calais, in the state of Maine. In
everything but government the three
towns are virtually one. They have:a
population of about 12,000 afd are con-
nected by steel and wooden bridges crossed
by an electric railway, from the cars of
which the visitors can view the principal
streets and buildings of the three towns,
keeping in sight of the beautiful 8t. Croix,
with ifs factories and saw mills in full
swing. Besides this there are many fine
walks and drives on the American and
Canadian sides.

First in -importance is the Royal ceme-
tery of St. Stephen, where can be found
the magnificent old pines, the envy of all
strangers, and pronounced by Lord and
Lady Minto and their party last year as
being very like the entrance of some fine
English park. Another fine drive is Kings-
wood, the private property of Hon. G. F.
and H. . Hill, with a driveway of two
miles through wood land, open to the pub-
lie. . Then, excursions can be had by boat
to Robbinston, Me.; St. Andrews, N. B.,
that fine Canadian summer resort, and
further on the so-called “Sardine City,”
Eastport, Me. This is a most delightful
sail and affords charming river views. ‘A
moonlight sail from St. Andrews is mag-
nificent. The bay at that place, accoru:ng
to many tourists, fully equals the noted
Bay of Naples. Eight miles below St.
Stephen is St. Croix Island, from ‘which
the river takes its name. This was the
residence of DeMonts and his brave com-
pany in the summer and autumn of
1604, as well as the terrible win-
ter that followed. Here, and at selected
spots along the mainland, 16 years betore
the landing of the mpilgrims, they first
stirred the soil of New France and intro-
duced the cultivated plants of Kurope.
One of these early experimental gardens
was on the present sight of St. Stephen.
For field study, especally to the botanist,
St. Stephen and the surrounding country
offers many- attractions. The St. Croix
valley is the meeting place of the charac-

teristic flora of New England with that|

of continental Acadia, this With its great
diversity of soil and water conditions,
brings together a greater variety of plant
forms, perhaps, than can be found upon
equal area elsewhere in our territory. The
same surface features influence ‘the ani-
mal life of the region, while they supply
points of interest also in the study of sur-
face - ology. With James Vwvoom, one of
the wvicepresidents as well as lJecturer on
botany, as their guide, this branch of
study will be found very interesting, as
Mr. Vroom is conversant with every inter-
esting foot of land in this vicinity. The
mineralogist, also, will find a profitable
field for study. The nickle deposits within
two miles of the town are expected, in
the near future, to be next in importance
to Sudbury, Ont. Many other mineral de-
posits can also be examined, the latest be-
ing molybdenum, claimed to have been
discovered in the vicinity of Calais, so that
the excursions thig year will be of excep-
tional interest.

There are also many places of historical
interest, as well as of great matural beauty.
What will be of great interest to the
citizens, as well as the students, will be the
fact that the evening lectures will be ad-
dressed by such well known men as Pros.
Ramsay Wright, Toronto University; Dr.
Fletch®r, Ottawa; Prof. Ganong, Smith
College, Northampton, Mass.; Pros. An-
drews, Mount Allison University, Sack-
ville, N. B.; Inspector Carter, St. John;
Hon. W. W. Stetson, superintendent of
education, Augusta, Me.; Inspector Me-
Uormick, Charlottetown, P. E. I, and
James Vroom, St. Stephen.

Incorporation of the Canada Eastern Railway Company Wil
Be Asked--Mr. Charlton Wants Export Duty on Nickel
Matte to Bring About Home Refining.

Ottawa, April. 18—(Special) —When the
house met today Mr. Charlton presented,
on the motion to go into supply, the con-
dition of the nickel industry in Canada.
He said that there was now under fot-
mation in the United States a nickel com-
pany with bonds of $12,000,600 which was
associated with the steel industry with
$1,000,000,000 and  which was in-
tended to  coatrol the
of the world. Lhe question
was, whether Canada should permit
this. The United States imposed an im-
port duty on refined mickel but admitted
the matte free. He did not see why Can-
ada could not refine its own nickel in-
stead of exporting the ore. His remedy
to bring this about was to plice an ex-
port duty on nickel matte. In addition
to ‘this, he called attention to the disad-
vantage which Canaflian manufacturers of
binder twine had to contend with com-
pared with Americans. . The Americans
got a refund of the export duty imposed
by the Philippines on Manila, which gave
them an advantage®f $7.50 per ton 8gainst
the Canadian manufacturers who got mo
rebate. This was another matter which
the goverament should look into. He sug-
gested a countervailing duty of one-half
cent.a pound on cordage. i

Ottawa, April 21—(Special)—Hon. Mr.
Sifton introduced in the house today a
bill to amend the Yukon Territory -act.
It provides that in. cases where there is
any conflict between orders passed by, the
governor-general-in-council ‘and the Yukon
council, that the orders of the governor-
in-council will . prevail. It also gives to
the Yukon council the control and regn-
lation of intoxicating liquor. This does
not refer to the manufacture. = It also
provides for giving a larger measure of
representative government to the terri-
tory by increasing the members-elect to
the council from two. to- five.

Mr. Smith (Nanimo) introduced a bill
to amend the alien labor act. It provides
for the application of the act being placed
under the minister of labor, instead of
under the attorney general of the domin-
jon. It also provides for the minister of
labor sending -out commissioners at the
request of labor unions, with power to

‘report upon all cases in reference to im-

portation of aliens.

iMr. Kemp (Toronto) asked if the gove
ernment had made any representations to
the British government to exempt Canada
from the tax imposed by Britain on food
stuffs. ’

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in reply, s=did:
“Parliament has been made aware that a
conference is to take place in London this

been a case of suicide.

Evidence shows that the unfortunatd fellow sought to smother himself in the
earth; that he dug a grave for himself on a hillside and lay in it and worked
away at the overhanging ground until it fell in on him.

His parents are prostrated. His mother has gone into convulsions. This is the
fifth suicide in this county inside of ome year.
