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The Naval Revolution.

Revolutions in the arts of peace and
ayar are effected in such a way as not to
- beseen except bylooking backupon them:
How silent but how effectual has been
the overturn in naval matters within &
few years! The nations were building
broadside ships, as usual, and dreaming
of repetitions of such battles as those
"of Trafalgar and the Nile, when the
" sinking of the Merrimac by the little
. mailed Monitor at Hampton Roads star-
tled them as the arrow-proof Knights of
Spain startled the simple-minded war-
riors of Mexico and Peru. Still dream-
ing of old-fashioned naval battles the
. maritime nations began the construc-
tion of iron-clad fleets, although the de-
struction wrought by the swift-footed
Alabama and the system of torpedo
const defence elaborated by Maury
should have taught them better. A
flest is for the destruction of an enemy’s
commerce and the defence of coasts
and harbors, and it is evident that swift
steamships and a torpedo system are
the most effectual for both purposes. A
hundred iron-clads would not have
done the Alabama’s work, and a very
large number would have been required
to give the protection to harbors that
was afforded by Maury's torpedoes.

In the Franco-German war no use

was made of the iron-clads of either
combatant. _ Neither nation seemed
‘willing to risk ts -eestly _mailed
naval watriors to the chances of battle.
Victory at the loss of & qnutexof the
fleet would have been too dear by far.
The iron-clads were almost useless.
And if the Germans, for mstanee, had
sent a fleet to capture & French calony,
what would have been the good of the
achievement? They would have asked
and received a colony, if they had want-
ed one, as one of the terms of peace.
If a dozen German colonies had been
eaptured during the war by the French
fleet they would have been restored; of
course, when peace was made. When
one nation has another by the throat
she need not be concerned about & pinch
on her own toes. ;

The maritime powers of Earope own
214 of these most expensive of war en-
gines—England having 38, France 28,
Tarkey 15, Russia 15, Austria 11, Spain

_7, Denmark 3, Germany 3, Greece 2—
and still the work of building goes on.
The next war between maritime na-
tions will demonstrate the uselessness
of these ships for offensive purposes, as
compared with lighter and swifter
oraft, and their interiority to torpedoes
for harbor and coast defence, and then
their construction will cease.

One of these immense floating bat-
teries, costing a year’s revenue, may be
destroyed by a few dollars worth of

™ gome explosive concealed beneath the

surface of the water and communicated
with by a submarine wire from the
shore. It would require, for instance,
only a trifling part of the cost of an
jron-clad ship to make all the water
approaches to this city so dangerous
that no fleet could venture within
range of our wharves.
Flying squadrons areessential in time
of peace to secure a nation’s commer-
- ¢ial marine and roving subjects from
being rudely interfered with, and fleets
may again be employed for transporting
ariies across the ocean. But, as it is
evident that the way to injure an enemy
on the sea is to attack his merchantmen,
and that the way to defend a coast or
harbor is to render it unapproachable
with concealed engines of destruction,
there is a strong probability that the
world will seldom again see another
great naval conflict.

“Who says that Britain’s noon is
o'er?” is a question to which a vigor-
ous reply is given in a poem in another
column. The poet, however, merely
deals with the fighting aspect of the
ion. x:@&he London Globe has a

is not held to be indicated by the great
fortunes that a few are amassing, nor
by the rapid increase in the ag-

wealth of the 'nation,
but by the fact that the poorer classes
are growing prosperous at an even
quicker rate*than the rich. If this is
the case with the poor the enriching of
a few cannct be indicative of general
ruin, as some theorists have declared.
The returns showing the amount of ex-
isting pauperism and crime are relied
upon chiefly as proof of the prosperity
of the masses. These show that only
about three-fourths as many beggars
were taken into custody in 1873 asin
the previous year, and that the arrests
were only 73,857, against 78,208. The
mere fact of there being a diminution
in the number of arrests is not so sig-
nificant as the fact that there is a gener-
al diminution in the number of burg-

{laries, robberies and grand larcenies in

dwellings, since it is well known that
these are the crimes to, which men are
tempted by extreme poverty. The po-
lice statistics, however, show that one
kind of crime is on the increase—lar-
ceny by servants, Asit is not poverty
that provokes this crime, house servants
being well fed, clothed and paid in Eng-
land, the fact does not militate against
the argument that the condition of the
lower classis improving. The larce-
nous habits of house servants are attri-
buted to the debasing effects of drink,
the keeping of liguors in the groceries
to which they are sent being one of the
causes of their acquiring an appetite
for intoxicants. In _ the “ pro-
vinces” — England outside of the
metropolis — indications are every-
where seen of national prosperity. The
crops promise well, there is a recovery
of trade, coal exhibits no tendency to
rise in price, and the iron, steel and cot-
ton manutactares are showing increased
activity. Pauperism steadily decreased
throughout all England during the last
twelve months, even though trade was
dull, wages declined, and the industries
of the country were interrupted by dis-
astrous strikes. :

Further proo that the facts on which
a rose-colored view of England are
based are mot exceptional, and that
there are good reasons for believing
that our Mother Country is growing in
prosperity and powse, are farnished by-
a blue-book that has been recently is-
sued npon the national debt. Inrlgb’(
the debt stood at £830,519,326, and
since then the total has steadily con-
tracted, until now it amounts to £785,-
761,761, being a decrease of £53,767,-
565, or an average of about £2,067,600
per annum for 26 years. But the whole
of this decrease is not due ta actual
payments, about £8,000.000 being on
account of diminished capital, value of
terminable annuities, &c. With what
was paid off in April, 1857, the amount
would be considerably more. During
this time, every year but four has shown
a reduction of taxes, and £34,334,523
have been remitted since that time.

Vagrant Children.

New York has made up its mind that
it is better and cheaper to support and
educate abandoned and vagrant children
than to watch, catch, convict and im-
prison them hereafter, as, if they don’t
learn to be useful, they must grow up
to lives of ‘cxime. The Board of Educa-
tion has been given authority over all
children—between the ages of eight
and fourteen—*“found wandering about
the streets and public places during
school hours, having no lawful occups-
tion or business, and growing up in’ig-
norance.” The children are to be sent
to the ordinary schools, or be taken
charge of by the Board and kept in con-
finement, educated and taught useful
trades. Such a law as this is difficult of
enforcement, and is liable to abuse, but
there can be no question of its necessity.
The strects of a large city like Now
York are full of little beggafs whoge
only education is in the ways of crimy,
and a great proportion of them may te
rescued and made good men and’ wi-
men under a law like this.

It is a disgrace to this Province that
it has no reformatory institution what-
ever for vagrant or Jaw-breaking youth,
the jail and the poor house being the
only substitutes. Such institutions are
greatly needed—institutions where at-
tendance would be obligatory, educa-
tion imparted, and trades taught. All
the efforts that have been made to secure
an institution of this kind have failed,
through denominational jealousies or
otherwise, and magistrates are forced
to send mere boys to jail with hardened
criminals or decline to punish them for
offences. The Province has assumzd
the burden of providing for the educa-
tion of those who are not able to edu-
cate themselves, and it should provide
for the care and instruction of those

'of industry and educated to see the folly
and sinfalness of the life from which he
was rescued. .

The Third Term.

There has been some fun and much
talk in the United States, over the pos-
sibility of Gen. Grant's seeking re-elec-
tion for a third term. The N. Y. Her-
ald started the idea and christened it
Ceesarism. Some ridiculed it, someé
condemned it, and few advocated it.
Gen. Grant, as usual, was silent. The
probability is that be never thought of
it until he read abont it in the papers.
Then he did not deny that he had such
aspirations, or say that he would not ac-
eept another nomination, brt followed
his usual custom of wa ting and watch-
ing; When hesaw that people were
familiarizing themselves with the idea,
gotting used to such a departure from
the established customs of the country,
he doubtless resolved to accept office
again in case it should be offered him.
Gen. Grant is a man who was never
known to ask for anythmng or refuse
anything, be it & cigar, a horse, a house
or the Presidential Chair, and it is not
likely that he will begin on a new sys-
tem now. Knowing that it is possible
that & third term for Grant may be de-
termined on by the office-holders’ party
those whose first thought is to be in fa-
vor at Washington have been chary
about condemning the ides, and have de-
clined to discuss it. But the time is ra-
pidly approaching when the question
will become one of practical politics,
and many politicians are declaring
thcmselves with regard to it. Harper's
Weekly, one of the ablest. and most
steadfast of administration papers, comes
out in the following unequivoeal style:

The instant that the plan should be
distincily disclosed, the Republican pariy
would be vent asunder, and its most pow-
erful journals would unite in opposition.
The proposition of a third term would be
dn issuc greater and more immediate
than any that are now contemplated; and
sinee<it has been suggested, silence is an
unpardonable policy. The friends of the
Administration owe to it their most em-
phatic expression of opinion. Plain
gpeech is their imperative duty. It is
hot enough that friendship for the Presi-
dent should assame that he cannot con-
template a third term. - That friendship
inast assure him that he ought not to
contemplate it.

Thisis a significant declaration, as

A Washington dispatch shows that
the Madrid Cabinet has entirely turned
the tables on the Washington Govern-
ment under the Fish-Polo protocol for
the settlement of the Virginius affair.
Instead of investigating the conduct of
the Cuban authorities who offended the
United States, and punishing the offend-
ers, Spain has made a demand, under
the clause of the protocol providing for
reciprocal reclamations, for indemnity
on accouny of the Virginius and for
wrongs suffered on account of fillibus-
tering expeditions that have been fitted
out in the United States against the
Spanish’authority in Cuba. Secretary
Fish is reported to have ‘replied in
firm but courteons terms, asserting the
untenablenessof the position ot the Span-
ish Governments® and reminding it of
the remissness or inexcusable delay in
making reparation for wrongs suffered
by American citizens in person and
property.”
