Some
of the lyrics are sort of apocalyp-
tic, not in a gross, death metal
way. We don't really think it's the
end of the world, but at the same
time, it's neat to have some fun
with it. I had read this book called
Fingerprints of the Gods by
Graham Hancock, that says the
world is going to end in 2008 on
May 4th. [ wrote one song that's
kind of about that. Charles had a
bunch of lyrics that are kind of
about the new world, those sort
of ideas.

Gaz — How is vyour
songwriting done?
Matt — Well we all write

separately, and we show
each other the songs, and if
someone has a problem,
then we'll work on it together

and help. We had all started as
people who hadn’t written for
bands, we all wrote on our own,
and not all that aggressively. Writ-
ing the way we do keeps the fo-
cus shifting, so no one gets tired
of the band so easily. Maybe we're
not going to produce a strong fo-
cused, consistent album. but
that's o.k.

Gaz — Have you lound video
play has helped you at all?

Matt — Oh \L:Ih definitely. If
anyone thinks we're famous. it's
from video play, not album sales.
[t's pretty puffed up, not very easy
to get a hold of. We've sold like
7,000 albums, but it’s not like the
video play.
