eventually return. After all hog production 
caiwot exceed grain production. Formerly Den­
mark. Holland, Sweden and Germany purchased 
much of their hog feeds from Russia; TffilSri- 
vama and Roumanie. If any of these countries 
now go mto hog production it reduces the 
grain available for export. It does not seam 
that Europe, unless it increases its dfcjn pro. 
duction, can as a whole great]ydipcrHfe its 
bog production. Temporarily th&WjttilTnar- 
ket may be loaded with EuropIBffi product. 
Lastly,' it does not appear thatthe United 
states will for some years at least be a natural 
market for our hog products. When normal 
production returns they null not longer waht 
our hom. If our hogs at any time are a menace 
to the United States farmers they will probably 
close them out by raising the tariff. We now 
have to pay a duty of * cent per pound on live 
hogs, * f cent on fresh pork and 2 cents on 
processed pork. Thus our prices have to trail ' 
after the United States prices and if prices in 
ttes United States go down to something 
their cost of production they will be below 
costs which will force ul to return to the British 
market. ,

So at least until the time comes when we can 
see the future more clearly we cannot afford ■ 
to lose sight of the British market. Up to the 
present time almost tjie total burden of the 
struggle to maintain connection with that mar- 
jfcgt nas fallen on the packers. Are our far- 

prepared to do something to maintain 
issibilitias of a return to that market! 
at is required is to continue the present 
of breeding the bacon hogs. This will 

not cqst anything as bur hogs will sell at least 
on a j)ar wit*, the American hog. Suppose 
that at the worst the bacon bred hog brings no 
premium, by mtintaining his blood lines the 
farmer will be able to return to the British 
market whenever the time is opportune.
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
