Before closing, 
howbver, I must refer to the excellent woA performed by Dr. Tyrer, 
who certainly is a most devoted agent antt noctorsparing neither 
time nor, pains for the benefit of the Indians.

I would suggest and strongly recommend that Dr. Tyrer be 
appointed naxt year* to accompany the Treaty Paying Officer on the 
whole trip. I am sure this mc\ve would prove both more satisfàctory 
$nd economical to the Department.
For eleven days the doctor at present appointed does not have any 
work to do as the work at Attawapisoat, Albany, and ...cose factory, 
is already done by Dr. Tyrer. If he were appointed to accompany me 
it would save i^ie wages of a doctor for about five weeks which I 
think would be worthwhile, ^specially when the regular work on tnè 
'Bay would net oiffer. I ho e my suggestion will receive favourable 
considération.
