family first attdined to great wealth
under the Tudors and was raised to the
highest nobility by the Stuarts.

Nevertheless, the fourth Earl of Dev-
onshire in 1688 supported William of
Orange, of glorious, ‘piousand immortal
memory, and ever since the house has |
remained firm to Whig principles. The |
fourth ear! was magde duke in 1664, and |
the sixth duke dying unmarried in 1869
was succeeded by his cousin, the pre-
sent duke, who is now 79 years old.

In 1868 he took office
under Mr. Gladstone as premier and
remained till that ministry was over-
thrown in 1874 :
(ontinting in parlisment he was in
1875 chosen as the leader of the Liberal
oppeosition to the Beaconsfield govern-
ment. . His labors to restore the party
to power were tremendous, and in 1880
they succeeded. Mr. Gladstone again
became premier, and the marquis his
secretary of state for India. So they
continued till the Conservative party
came into power under Lord Salisbury

in June, 1885. The next December MK

Gladstone announced his conversion to
Irish Home Rule, and the old allies
parted company forever.
