-IU -letter froi the Speaker of the House
of Assembly of Newfoundland-with an
enclosure-and which letter was read by
the Clerk, as followeth:-

HousE oF AsSEMBLY, NEWFOUNDLAND,
January 29. 1861.

Sir,

The House of Assembly of this Colony have
deemed it necessary to adopt the accompanying
Resolutions, which embody a protest against a pro-
posal vhich they believe to be entertained to abro-
gate the right conferred on the British North Ame-

rican Colonies, in the despatch of Mr. Labouchere,
to the Governor of this Colony, dated 26th March
1857, a copy of which was, at the time, transnitted
to the Legislature of your Province.

Being equally interested with this Colony, in the
maintenance of the right in question, I forward for
the information of your Legislature, a copy of the
proceedings this Assembly has adopted on the subject.
