A despateh from Constantinople,
says: The commander of the Turk-
ish forces at Tripoli telegraphs his
Government as follows: ‘“The
Turks have occupied all the forts
surrounding the town. The Ital-
ians are demoralized, and do not
dare to venture outside the zone of
fortifications.”’

A despatch from Tripoli, says:
The Turks on Thursday morning
brought up a few guns to the south
of El Mosri and opened fire. This
was not effeetive, as most of the
shells failed to explode. The Ital-
1an artillery soon silenced the guns
and forced the enemy to retire,

About 5 o’clock on Wednesday
evening Turks appeared before the

82nd Italian Infantry to retire.
The cruiser Carlo Alberto soon lo-
cated the Turkish artillery, and
by a well-directed and vigorous fire
silenced it.

A despatch from Malta, says: It
is reported that the whole Italian
fleet has left Tripoli for Turkish
waters. The Italian Government
has suppressed direct sailings be-
tween Tripoli and Malta, owing to
the leakage of news to foreign
papers. All the mails from Tripoli
have now to run the gaunlet of
censorship at Sicily.

INVEST,

Too Speculative for Those of Small Capital
Depending on Their Income—Many Cood
Features, - However, for Those Who Use
Care—Not Readily Saleable—Income Usu-
ally Small.

While
mortgages are never m;rchused for their
speculative possibilitics—as was noted in
a recent issue, they lack this feature al-
together—real estate is, unfortunately,
too often bought for no other purpose
than the hope of making a quick profit.
Of course, land may be purchased on the
outskirts of growing cities with a reason-
able prospect of making a profit; but real
estate so purchased can no longer c¢laim

If, despite large advances
in the price of real estate, the return on
the value of a pvroperty is reasonably
good, when reckoned on the market price,
there is no occasion to disturb the invest-
ment. If, on the other hand, the return
i8 too low to give a reasonable return,
sell the property and reinvest.

Granting that care is exercised, land,
producing a regular revenue, is fairly
safe, both in regard to principal and in-
terest; it stands a fair chance of appreci-
ating in value; the market price is stable;
but the rate of income is often small,
when proper reductions are made for re-
pairs, renewals, maintenance, etc; and fin-
ally, land is not readily saleable in the
sense that a good bond is. No one who
has limited means can afford to invest
in real estate for the last two reasons.
Moreover, many of the drawbacks Mtw!ﬂ-
ed to mortgage investments exist also
in the case of real estate.
