Color service 
is for three years, after which the re­
cruit passes into first reserve for 
five years, and then into the second 
reserve for seven years. He is cal­
led out for two trainings of thirty 
days each during the first reserve ser­
vice, and two trainings of twenty 
days each during his seven years’ ser­
vice in the second reserve. After com­
pleting these fifteen years of color 
and reserve service he passes into the 
territorial army, which corresponds 
to the German Landsturm.

They 
are now assailing the Allied line at 
Arras, forty miles further south, but 
not with the same fury as they ex­
hibited hi the onslaughts of the past 
week.

and stationed around Strassburg, and 
the other four to be employed in a 
special effort to take Verdun.
