Miss Mary Tillinghast, the Most Fa
mous Artist in Her Line.

At a well khown art gallery on Fifth
avenue, New ¥ork city, there is ou
exhibition a stained glass window the
subject of which is the “Revocation
of the Edict of Nantes” This ex
quisite picture in glass is the work of
Miss ‘Mary Tillinghast and is to be
presented at an early date to the New
York Historical society by Mrs. Rus:
