ant factor too, but we doubt if it is as ; 
important as alfalfa. Canadians have 
been slow in taking to it. But every 
year the number of farmers who have 
become converted to alfalfa largely in­
creases. It is not a pasture crop, 
esptciallv in this couùtry, but as a 
soiling crop and one for providing 
abundance of good fodder it cannot be 
beaten. There is this about it too, a 
farmer does not have to seed a large 
acreage of alfalfa to Iearft of its value 
as a fodder producer. A five or ten- 
acre field, properly looked after, will 
supply more good tood for live stock 
than any other crop that can be grown. 
The live stock man who has neither 
alfalfa nor corn to fall back on is, as a 
rule, in poor shape for winter feeding. 
Corn silage, alfalfa hay, and a little 
grain make an excellent ration for 
cattle, whether kept for milk or beef 
production. As a soiling crop alfalfa 
comes in early. And if some peas end 
oats are sown early the farmer can, 
with alfalfa, have a succession ol 
supplementary feeds during the summer 
that will carry him through till the 
corn is ready. Alfalfa is a crop for 
the farmer to tie up to.

TEACHERS STILL SCARCE

A circular to Inspectors issued by 
the Deputy Minister of Education this 
month says that although the Normal 
and Model Schools and the Faculties of 
Education are together sending out 
each yem- more teachers than ever be­
fore in the bistort- of the Province, the 
supply is still insufficient for the 
schools.

Inspectors are directed to give pre­
ference to teachers holding the higher 
grades of certificates, but when a certi­
ficated teacher cannot he obtained, then 
a person with qualifications satisfactory 
to the Inspector may be engaged, such 
engagement to be for only a single 
term.

On the recommendation of the In­
spector, the Minister will extend, if 
necessary, expired Third Class or 
District certificates ; but, except for 
special reasons by the Minister, no 
limited or expired Third and no expir 
ed District certificated will be validated 
beyond June, 1912, and no temporary 
certificate will be granted beyond the 
current term. In dealing with the lat­
ter class of cases, it should be borne in 
mind that after the final examination of 
the Model Schools next December 
about 350 new teachers with Limited 
Third Class certificates will be avail­
able.
