BLOWN DOWN WALLS—TI111BB MEN 

1NJUKKD, ONK FATALLY.

Yesterday afternoon at about half 
past three Capt. Armstrong’s battery 
of artillery proceeded to blow up the 
walls near the late Post Office. 
Charges of blasting powder were laid 
and fifteen minutes fues were lit. 
Two charges exploded with a loud 
crack which shook the earth but 
failed to move sthe staunch walls lu 
inch. Again the men of the battery 
laid the charges,* but this time a 
terrible mistake was made and the 
wrong end of the fuse was lit. Before 
the workers could get safely awaj’ a 
terrific explosion ensued filling the 
air with flying stones and hurling to 
the earth three men. Walter Lamb 
was struck violently on the head and 
severely injured internally. He was 
carried away and it is feared that 
his injuries will prove fatal. Indeed 
no hopes were felt last night at a 
late hour for his recovery. Lieut 
Joseph Ewing of Portland suffered 
dreadfully. His face was horribly 
burned and great bruises mark bis 
breast and shoulders. John Ander­
son was injured about the head, and 
several onlookers experienced slight 
damage from the bricks and stones 
which came whirling about in all 
directions. This time tl e walls fell, 
and to-day the Bank’s vaults will be 
opened, and next week business will 
be resumed at Hazeu’s corner.

found in the ruins of B. O’Brien’s 
liquor store on Germain street, about 
opposite where Trinity Church stood. 
The body was much burned, and was 
totally unrecognizable. There was a 
watch and chain with the remains, 
and these Mr. B, Brennan identified 
as Mr. R. Thomas, a young man 
who was employed in Fitzpatrick’s 
warehouse on Nelson street. As 
tbir man is missing it is supposed 
tbs remains are bis.

Six Hundred Lives Lost—$20,- 
000^000 worth of property destroyed.

Panama advices dated 2nd inst., 
contains the following : — Steamer 
“ Urovtt,” from Callao, 28th ult., 
brings the full d« tails of the disasters 
on the coast from earthquakes and 
tidal waves. The towns of Arlca,
Iquique, Puntade Lobos, Pabellon de 
Pica, Cnanavaya, H.uanilloa, Cohija,
Focopilla, Mejillones, DcBolivia, Au. 
togagasta and Chavaval are nearly 
all destroyed. About 600 lives only- 
lost. The destruction of property is 
estimated at. $20,000,090 ; confined 
mostly to the coast, although the 
town of Tarapassa. 23 leagues inland 
and the villages of Pica, Mat ilia anti 
Cauchcnes, far iu the interior, were 
more or less ruined. The shipping 
of guano from the southern deposits 
is indefinitely suspended, as all the 
facilities in the way of launches, 
chutes, wharves, water condensers 
and buildings of all kinds are swept 
away. The destruction of shipping 
is very great.
