Northern Notes-

Valuable Presentation. Mr. J. T. 
Windsor, New Mills, generously pre­
sented the Methodist Sabbath School in 
Campbeilton with a fine model of 
Palestine made by Principal Austin, A. 
M. B. D. of Alma Ladies College, St. 
Thomas, Ontario. Such men as the 
Rev. Dr. Cavin, principal of the Pres­
byterian college Toronto, speak in the 
highest terms of the model made by 
Principal Austin. Mr. Windsor has 
conferred a great favor on the Methodist 
S. S. in Campbeilton by presenting it 
with a model, which will be duly ap­
preciated by teachers and pupils

The Christian Endeavor Convention 
of the County of Restigonche will hold 
its annual meeting in River Charlo, on 
Tuesday, the 5th Sept. An excellent 
programme has been arranged. Many 
good papers on interesting subjects will 
be read by several clergymen and 
others. A large attendance is antici­
pated, as the names of a large number 
of delegates have been received. Ac­
commodation will be offered to all 
who may attend.

The Rev. A. F. Carr, Rev. Mr. Mathews, 
and Rev. C. W. Sables were present, 
and also the superintendents of their 
respective S. Schools, who took a very 
decided interest in the young people. 
The day was charming. All seemed to 
enjoy themselves until they were sum­
moned by the loud shriek of the whistle 
of the engine that the train had 
arrived to convey them back to Camp- 
bellton. Many of the young said we 
were glad that we went” so much were 
they pleased with the sports and the 
kindness of those in charge.

Mr. J. T. Windsor, in his usual kind 
manner, had the grounds all prepared by 
men on the arrival of the train from 
Campbeilton so that the picnicers had 
nothing to do but to proceed to carry 
out their programme of games, 
races &c.

Extracts from Dr. Pollock's des­
criptive TOUR IN THE NORTH. — A long 
and deeply interesting descriptive article 
written by the Rev. Dr. Pollock of Pine 
Hill College, Halifax, o! bis recent tour 
round the B y Chaleur as far as Port 
Daniel and Miramichi, appeared in the 
Halifax Witness of last Saturday, in 
which there is a beautiful allusion to 
one whose memory is not only still 
fragrant in Newcastle but to many in 
the different Provinces. He says :—

‘ A short visit to Newcastle gave me 
an opportunity of finding the grave and 
monument of Dr. Henderson, whom I 
knew well, and whom I had visited 
many years ago. Dr. Henderson was 
a superior scholar, and a most amiable 
character. No man ever lived a more 
blameless life. I picked a bunch of 
Scottish bluebells from beside his grave 
—tender memorials of a good man.'

The doctor also speaks in the follow­
ing kind manner of two late venerable 
and highly respected Presbyterian 
ministers of Campbeilton ; —

■ From Campbeilton a walk of two 
miles brought us to the old churchyard, 
where Mr. Steveu and Mr. A. O. Brown 
were buried, and where I viewed with 
no little Interest their graves. Mr. 
Steven was a pioneer, whom I remem­
bered as a fine looking old man. He 
stayed with me at the Synod in New 
Glasgow between thirty and forty years 
ago. Mr. Brown came out quite recent­
ly. His caieer in this country was 
short. He was a most eloquent preacher 
and a warmhearted man. The little 
ruined church appeared small, but with­
in its deserted walls able sermons had 
been preached, and many pious people 
worshipped.”

Obituart. — Mr. John Miller, Dal- 
housie, died on Sabbath last after an 

illness of a few hours. The deceased was 
a successfil merchant for upwards of 
30 years. Although keen in business, 
yet he was very liberal in any good 
cause, and an honest Scotchman. He 
will be missed in the community in 
general, and particularly by the Presby­
terian congregation of which he was a 
respected member. He has left a 
widow to mourn her loss*

An unfortunate accident occurred on 
the Canada Eastern on Thursday last at 
Holmes Siding, above Blackville. Jas. 
Knight, a breakmau was on a car of 
bark picked up on the. way, which was 
being pushed ahead of the engine until 
the siding was reached . When the train i 
arrived at that place Knight was put­
ting on the break when the bolt by which 
the break chain was attached gave way, 
and the recoil threw him over the end of 
the car, and one leg doubled up was run 
over by the car and one truck of the 
engine before it could be stopped, man­
gling it both above and below the knee. 
He was immediately placed on the train 
and a fast run made to Chatham Junction, 
where Dr. J. B. Benson, who had been 
telegraphed for, was in waiting. The 
unfortunate young man was taken to 
the hotel Dieu and his leg amputated, 
but he died at 6 o’clock from the shock 
and the loss of blood. The deceased 
was a general favorite, and deep sym­
pathy is felt for his family. He was 25 
years.of age and was a brother of Rev. 
Father Knight. His funeral took place 
on Saturday afternoon. Members of 
tbe Catholic Mutual Benefit Association, 
of which deceased was a recently admit­
ted member, were present from Newcastle 
and Bathurst to attend the last sad rites. 
Beautiful flowers adorned the casket.

Boston Notes-

Boston, August 21st, 1893.
After six weeks of Invalidity your 

correspondent was allowed to take “ an 
outing," and yesterday being Sunday I ] 
limped as far as the Common, where 
the Boys from the Provinces are sup­
posed to congregate and exchange 
greetings, besides perusing the Advo- 
cvte, if some of them are fortunate 
enough to have one, which Is usually 
so.

For years it has been the custom of 
the city to provide a brass band of fifty 
pieces to discourse music to the masses, 
and yesterday there were fully ten 
thousand who availed themselves of the 
chance to hear it. These people were 
very orderly, and well dressed, but all 
did not give their attention to the 
music.

Over on a knoll, a lady held the at­
tention of at least three thousand work­
ing men ; and her eloquence was so 
charming, her eainestness so palpable, 
and argument so convincing, that her 
hearers signified their approbation by 
repeatedly cheering her. After review­
ing the causes which led to the present 
financial panic and its effect upon the 
country, not the least of which was the 
debasing of women, she said that 
‘ there are 10,000 women in this City 
who live by prostitution, and there are 
rich men in this city and'many of them 
who buy little girls for immoral purpos­
es,’ and then asked ;—‘ What would 
John Hancock, John Quincy Adams and 
all the other great grand fathers of the 
Bostonians say were they to see their 
City now, with its two thousand 
licensed rnm snops, and as many houses 
of ill repute. What would they say 
If they could come here today, and find 
rumsellers making laws, with bribed 
policemen to execute them, would they 
not cancel all claim to the Immortality 
which their services to tbe country 
entitle them, whei they beheld all the 
fruit.

Here a young man asked, ‘ why it was 
not as respectable to sell rum as to 
drink it,’ and the answer came in an 
instant—1 It is not, and should not be. 
It is not as respectable to murder as it 
is to be murdered, and when society 
becomes honest and sincere, It will serve 
the rumseller as it does the murderer, 
and not reward the former with dia­
monds, and tbe highest seat in the 
synagogue while his victim is forced 
into prison and his lamiiy into crime. 
Does anyone believe that if the women 
of this State had the right to vote, that 
the Indulgence to make drunkards would 
be sold ? just give us the freedom of the 
ballet for one year and see. Why is it 
that in the catalogue of names of those 
who have made the world better because 
they have lived in it, we du not find one 
rumseller ?’ To my regret it began to 
rain and I had to put up my note book.

It is surprising what a number of 
young men and women one will meet in 
this City on a Sunday or holiday ; who 
hail irem Miramichi. Many of whom 
are doing so well; that they deserve 
mention. John A. Fish, who manages 
the Gurney Hot Water Heating Co., 
and is regarded as one of the most 
successful business men in New Eng­
land for the reason, that by the force of 
his character he has placed the concern 
into an enviable position, is a Newcastle 
Boy.

Robert Black, the plasterer, who em­
ploys from fifty to eighty men, and is 
rated with six figures came from Lower 
Newcastle.

Mr. George Flett (a graduate from 
the Advocate Office,) has full control of 
the large office where the railroad anj 
steamboat tickets of New England lines 
are printed. This is a very responsible 
position, and he is held In proportionate 
esteem by his employers.

S. S. Miramichi. —The popularity of the 
str. Miramichi has become so great that a 
special request has been made to have the 
excursions extended during the month of 
September. The request lias been granted. 
The excursions will be continued dining the 
month of September. Tuesdays, Thursdays 
and Saturdays will ue excursion days. Pas­
sengers will be carried for the round trip to 
ail points down river for the sum of 25 cents- 
Owing to the approach to the pier being car­
ried away at Bay du Vin, excursionists will be 
taken direct to Burnt Church and Xeguac.— 
The excursionists will have three hours on 
shore, and at the Neguac landing there is a 
hall where all can amuse themselves to their 
liking. On the return trip the steamer will 
call at Bay da vin. This will be but for a few 
days, until the approach is finished. There 
are a number of men at work at it.

Harbor Master Johnston will Enforce 
the Law.—Capt. Wallie, of the barque J. W. 
Holmes, was in couit on a charge made by 
Harbor Master William Johnston, for a viola­
tion of the harbor laws by throwing rubbish, 
or allowing such stuff to be thrown, from the 
vessel of which Cf.pt. Wallie is master. Police 
Magistrate McCuUey, in opening his court 
Thursday morning, said this charge was the 
first of the kind laid before him, and the 
charge was made in such a way that, if the. 
charge of violation was proved, the fine would 
be S50. His honor could not make it less. 
Therefore Mr. McCulley thought the case 
could be settled in a way which would be 
satisfactory to both Capt. Wallie and Mr. 
Johnston, by the captain paying the costs, SI, 
and this was agreed to by Mr. Johnston and 
the captain. At the conclusion of the court 
Mr. Johnston made an eloquent speech of 
congratulation to the covrt on the dicisiou his 
honor had arrived at. As Harbor Master for 
tbe port of Chatham, he said in ringing tones, 
he would in the future do his duty to the 
letter of the law. He wished no hard feelings, 
and hoped the captain would return to this 
port, happy and free. Vust then Capt. Wallie 
rose to his feet aiuj/shook hands with the 
Harbor Master, to be friends lor ever more, 
and the court adjourned.

The Salvation Ai my’a
Latest Scheme for Raising Money.

The Salvation Army h is hit upon a new 
idea for raising funds. Last year. Comman­
dant Booth inaugurated a plan for clearing 
poor corps and officers of debt, by instituting 
annual Harvest Festivals throughout the Do­
minion. This year, the dates will be as fol­
lows :—Nor'.h-West and British Columbia, 
August 26th, 27tli and 28th ; Ontario and 
Maritime Provinces, September 2nd, 3rd 
and 4th.

In Toronto, there is to be a great Central 
Thanksgiving Exhibition from September loth 
to the 15th, or the same dates on which the 
Toronto Industrial Exhibition is being hel l.

Great efforts are being made by the local 
officers au«i corps to canvass the town (or city) 
for contributions in kind of all descriptions.— 
Fruits, vegetables, grains, barley, oats, 
wheat, and even straw for the Circle Corps 
horses, all are solicited. A special point is 
being made too, to secure contributions of live 
stock, which will be sent lorwa-d to the To­
ronto Exhibition to be used in supplying the 
Social Institutions of the Army with meat.— 
Last year, three thousand dollars were netted 
in this way to assist the poor corps, and there 
is every prospect of a far larger sum than that 
being raised en this occasion.

The Toronto Exhibition promises to be a 
most attractive affair. Gifts U all kinds will 
be forwarded and tastefu.ly exhibited there.— 
The Salvationists of the far West propose to 
contribute wheat, cattle, and canned goods : 
whereas Newfoundland is being asked to von-1 
tribute tinned and dried fish. Wood, oil, ami. 
coal are also solicited, vlid manufacturers are ’ 
being risked to give some of their wares.

Commandant Booth hopes, by this means 
to replenish the store houses of the Social In­
stitutions and Homes’or .sick officers, so that 
it will be unnecessary to spend money on 
household goods. His contention is that while 
the dollars are scarce, the laud is overflow - 
«i:g with good thing-, and he calls upon those 
who have cuongn to eat and to spare, to re­
member out of their plenty their more unfor­
tunate fed low-v rea lures.
