Chicago, Jan. 2.—Now that the 

flurry of the past week's minor-league 
meetings has abated and the air is 
cleared until Wednesday, the men 
most Interested hi the game are be­
ginning to speculate as to the play­
ing ruiee, and the possible change's 
in the laws which gpveru the diamond 
battles. Formerly, bound by the na­
tional agreement, the American 
League clubs introduced no playing 
ruiee» of their own, but simply adopt­
ed bodily all the rules of the elder 
body.. Acting on an independent 
basis, the American people now have 
the right to monkey with the laws 
as they wish, uiul some weird novel­
ties may result from the new-gained 
freedom-

There will hardly bn any tinkering 
with the bat or ball. The game may 
bo brisked up by two amendments— 

,p cutting* the number of called balls to 
.. rp^-^triuef^-rmrrTmikiiig the catcher play 

’ * behind the bat all the time. The
American League catchers played 
close up all last season, and the 
change saved much time. The three- 
ball rule would make the pitcher .at­
tend to business. He would have to 
cuti out the first wide coaxer he now 
tlirowtf or the third one he has sent 
In after the second strike. He would 
not have to do so much throwing, 
thus lightening his own work more 
tlian any reduction of the pitching 
distance could do, and he would have 
to send them right across, thus en­
couraging the better batting and 
faster fielding.

Eight of tlies'e cases were tried and 
judgment given in, favor of, the city, 
the other two terminated in the 
city’s favor, being abandoned when 
ready for trial.

1. Cummings, Judgment for plain-, 
tiff for $100 and costs. 2. Wade, Judg­
ment for plaintiff for $665 and costs. 
3, Lambert, judgment for plaintiff for

Place, Judgment for plaintiff for $200 
and costs. 6. Keiraelley, judgment for 
plaintiff for $100 and costs. ’

In the Cummings case the reports 
of the District Foreman upon the 
facts were not at all supported by 
the evidence at the trial, the accident 
being rejK>rted by them to liave* oc­
curred at a place different from tliat 
state<.l by the plaintiff and. her wild­
nesses. Had the facts been as report­
ed there would have' been no valid 
claim" against the city.

In the Wade case, which was an 
action for damage.» for falling in the 
evening upon an unfinished sidewalk, 
tile court held the city responsible 
for negligence because a red light 
had not been put out to warn the 
ipublic of the imperfect condition of 
.the walk. Emxrts were made to ef­
fect a settlement before Khe case 
was taken into court, but the plain­
tiff’s solicitor said that ills client 
wanted to hu.ve the case settled in 
court, the result being tlia/t- she got 
a judgment for a larger amount «tlian 
the city were willing to offer in set­
tlement.

In the Lambert case $2,000 dam­
ages were claimed for injuries to" a 
conductor who struck against a 
trestle while standing on the side 
step of ah open street car which, 
was being operated by him on King 
street east, during the construction 
of the tar macadam pavement. The 
plaintiff succeeded in recovering $1,- 
000 damages upon u version of the 
facts entirely different from that/ 
stated by the city’s workmen. The 
evidence of the plaintiff’s witnesses 
was, however, believed by the Judge 
in preference to that of the wit­
nesses called on behalf of the city. 
The decision was so unsatisfactory 
that an appeal was taken, but the 
Court of Appeal, while holding that 
tile trial Jutlge was wrong in de­
ciding in favor of the plaintiff upon 
the ground stated in his Judgment, 
came to the conclusion tliat the tres­
tles placed at a distance of 2 1-2 
feet .from the street railway cars 
were dangerously near, ond that, 
therefore, the city was liable. When 
thus claim was brought to my know­
ledge I advised that the Board of I 
Works should floft allow the Street 
Railway Company to Cperate their 
cars at the usual rate of speed along- 
sklc any track where tar macadam 
pavement was being laid, and, in con­
sequence, I procured .an -agreement 
tliis year from the company that if 
they were allowed to operate their 
cars on these streets they would as­
sume all responsibility for accidents 
to tluelr employees or passengqrs, and 
indemifiLfy the city against any 
claims oX this kind,

H id the Chairman of the Board of 
Works taken . tills precaution last 
ye\\r, pr asked for my advice upon 
tlie subject, tills claim against the 
city might have been avoided. It Is 
still possible that the city may bo 
able to compel the Street Rallwhy 
Company to make good the damages 
and costs they have been obliged to 
pay lu tills case.

The claim of Valentine Flood was 
for injury caused to the fruit on his

Slace on Burlington Heights by the 
lack and oily dust from refuse from 

the rolling mills which was spread by 
the city upon the roadw.ay opposite

his property, it being a substance 
which was ground by wagon wheels 
into a black pow.der and was spread 
over his lot and over all his fruit 
by the prevailing southwesterly 
winds.

Mrs. Place’s claim would have been 
settled had she been willing to accept 
the amount, $60, which the city of­
fered to pay, and which, in the first 
instance, she was prepared to take. 
Others, however, intervened, and per­
suaded her to carry the case into 
court, where she recovered $200 
damages. The accident happened 
from her falling on a broken plunk 
on the east side of Mary street on a 
Saturday evening. It, was reported 
to me that this plank had been 
broken by a coal wagon on the Sat­
urday afternoon, but when it came to 
the trial witnesses for the plaintiff 
swore that the plank had been loose 
for at least a week before the acci­
dent, and the driver of tlie coal 
wagon, who had previously stated 
that lie broke the plank on tlin\Sat­
urday afternoon, did not confirm tliat 
statement when called as a witness 
at the trial, but would only say tliat 
his horse stumbled oil tlie broken 
plank, and ho did not know whether 
tiie horse broke It then or it had 
been broken before.
„In Kennel ley against the city an 

action was brought in tlie name of 
a boy about ton years of -gge for 
damngee for falling on the ice in 
front of a vacant house on iMac- 
auley styeet, west ôf James. No 
settlement .. could be made of tliis 
claim, the boy not being of age and 
being incapable of giving a release, 
and the case went to trial, judg­
ment being given in favor of the plain­
tiff for $100. The Judge held, how­
ever, tliat the accident was caused 
by tlie fault of tlie owner of tlie 
house iu allowing d conductor pipe 
to discharge over tlie sidewalk and 
thus form a dangerous ridge of ice. 
Notice lias been, given to the owner 
tliat the city will hold him responsi­
ble for thb damages and costs.

Another judgment against the 
city which has been paid and charged 
to tlie Board of Works is tliat of 
James Mitchell for $450 and costs, 
for damages sustained by him by. the 
upsetting of a bread sleigh lie was 
driving along York street near tire 
comer of Hess in tlie .beginning of 
March last by reason of the high 
bank of snow alongside tlie street 
railway track. While giving judg­
ment against the city for tlie amount 
the Judge held tliat thè Street Rail­
way Company, whom 1 brought in 
as tiiird parties to tlie action, wore 
llablo to tli© city for tlie damages 
and costs, and lie gave Judgment, 
against them accordingly in tlie 
city's favor. Tho Accident Insurance 
Company, who are defending tlie 
claim in the name of the.Street Rail**» 
way Company, have appealed against 
tliis part of the decision, and in tlie 
meantime the city lmd to pay tlie 
damages aiid costs, but have every 
expectation of maintaining the judg­
ment in their favor against the Street 
Railway Company.

Those are the only actions against 
the City in which the Board of Works 
have been oomixdled to pay damages 
«luring tlie last two years. Ollier 
claims have been settled, the parti­
culars of tlie settlement being con­
tained in tlie various reports made 
by the Board of Works to tlie Coun­
cil and printed in full iu tlie Council 
minutes.

The* Chairman of the Board of 
Works ought to know qli about 
every one of those claims, if i^ has 
kept himself informed as to tlie af­
fairs of his dermrtment. and should 
not require an Investigation in order 
to obtain tlie/knowledge. he is sup- 

-posed—to—have of the matters per­
taining to tlie Board ofxWorks.

Oat of more than fifty.din inis which 
have been made against the Board 
of Works during tlie last fourteen 
months, and also a largo number in 
the preceding year, judgment has 
been given against the City in six 
cases only which have beeu tried, and 
the Corporation have succeeded iu 
their defence to all tlie other actions 
that havf not boe‘11 settled.

It hat^bonn tin’ habit of tlie Board 
of WorYs in their bookkeeping to put 
down all damages paid by tlm de­
partment as “law costs," and thus
