home in the care of physicians.

The car, operated by George Decker,
was moving through Franklin avenue,
Brooklyn, when Edward Kelly. in play,
ran out of a side street upon the tracks.
The car struck him and he fell in such
a position that the wheels severed his
head and legs.

As the car stopped abruptly its pas-
sangers swarmed out about the mangled
body. An instant later they dragged
the motorman from the platform. threw
him on the pavement and trampled on
