1t is certain a
great part of what we call good orill
fortune, rises out of right or wrong
measures and schemes of ‘life.
When I bear a man complain of his
being unfortunate in all hiy under-
takings, I shrewdly suspect him for
a weak man in bis affairs. In con-
formily with this way of thinking,
Cardinal Richelieu used to say, that
unfortunate and imprudent were bu.
two words for the same thing. As
the cardinsl himself h d a great
share of both prudence and good
fortune, his famous antagonist, the
Count d'Olinares, was disgraced at
the court of Madrid, because it was
alleged against inm that he had
never any suocess in his undertak-
ings. This, says an eminent
author, was indirectly accusing him
'of imprudence.

Cicero recommended Pompey to
the Romans for their general upon
three accounts, as he was a wan of
courage, conduct, and good fortune,
It wes, perhaps, for the reason
above mentioned, namely, that a
series of good fortune supposes a
prudert management in the persen
whom it befalls, that not only Sylla
the dictator, but several of the
Roman emperors, asis still to be
seen upon their medals, among their
other titles, gave themselves that of
Felix or fortunate. The heathens,
indeed, seem 0 have valued a man
more for his good fortune than for
any other quality, which I think is
very natural for thnse who have not
asirong belief in aunother world. For
how can I conceive a man crowned
with any distinguishing blessings,
that bas mot some extraordinary
fund of merit and perfection in bim
which which lies open to the Su-
preme eye, though perbaps it is not
discovered by my observation?

The
race is not always to the swift, nor
the battle tu the sirong. Nothing
less than infinite wisdom cun have
an absolute cuntrol over fortune ;
the highest degree of it, which man
can possess, is by no means equsl
to foitunate events, and to such
contingencies ‘as may arise in the
prosecution of our affairs. Now it
very. often happens that prudence
which has alwaysin it a great amcunt
of caution hinders a man from’ being
so fortunate as he might pussibly
have been-without.it. A person who
only aims at what is likely to succeed
and follows closely the dictates of
human prudence, never meets with
those great and unforeseen successes
which are often the effect of a san-
guine temper or a tmore happy rash-
ness; and this perhaps may he the
reason, that, according to the com-
mon observation, Fortune, like other
femalés, defights rather in favoring
the young than the old.
It1s agreat presumption to ascribe

. | our successes to our awn manag2nment

and not to esteem oursclves upon
any blessing rather as it is the
bounty of heaven than the acquisi-
tion of our own prudence. [ am
very well pleased with a medal which
was struck by Queen Elizabel), a
little after the defeat of the invinci-
ble Armada, to perpetuate the mem-
ory of that remarkable event, It is
well knowu how the King of Spain
and others, who were the enemies
of that great princess, to derogate
from her glory, ascribed the ruin of
the fleet rather to the violence of the
storms and tempests, than to the
bravery of the Englsh. Queen
Elizabeth, insterd of looking upon
this as a diminution of lier honor.
valued herself upon such a signal
favor of Providence, and sceording-
ly in the 1everse of the medai above
mentioned has represented a fleet
beaten by a temjest, and falling foul
upon one another, with that religious
inscription, **Afflavit Deus, et dissi-
pantur,” he blew with his wind and
they were scattered.

It is remarked of a famous Greek
General, whose name [ cannot. at
present recollect, and who nad been
a particular favorite of Fortune, that
upon recounting his victorias among
his friends, be added at the end .of
several great actions, *‘And in this
Fortune had noshare,” After which
it is observed in history that he
never prospered in anything he
undertnok, i

As rrrogance and a conceitedness
of our own abilities are very shock-
ing and offensive to men of sense
and virtue, we may be sure they are
bigh!y displeasing to thut Being who
delights in a humble mind, aud. by
several of His dispensations zeems
purposely to show us that our own
schemes or prudence have no share
in our advancements.

Since on this subject I have aiready
admitted several juotations which
have occured to my memory upon
writing this paper, I will conclude it
with a little Persian fuble. A drop
of water fell out of a cloud into the
sea, and finding itself lost in such an
immensity of fluid matter, broke into
the following reflection: “Alas!
what an inconsiderable creature am
I in this prodigious ocean of waters!
My existence is of no concern to the
universe; I am redueed to a kind ot
nothing, and am icss than the least
of the worisof Goa.”
