CAPITAL AND LABOR.

Prx harmenising of the interests of
capital and labor is one of the great
economie questions of our day. Bow
these agencies are requisite for the ma-
terial sdvancement of a country, the
of its and the
comfort and prosperity of its inbabi-
tants. Bach of them has its rights and
prerogatives, upon which the gther
should not trench. The capitalist, when
he invests his money in & legitimate
enterprise, and pays fair and oquiubk
wages to those whom he employs, in
order to produce the requisite resuits,
should not have his rights jeopardized
and bis prospects of success blasted
by the laborers demanding unreason
able wages, or taking advantage of a
critical turn in business affairs to quit

work. On the other hand, the employer
should remeimber that tbe laborer
is worthy of his hire; that he is as
essontial an element in the production
of wealth as is the capitalist, and thatit
is only by granting a fair remuneratior
for In; toil and treating him with the
copsideration due him as a man that
he can reasonably Lope to have his
work well performed, or that the em-
ploye will have confidence in him a»
a friend and benefactor.

Were these considerations always
carefully weighed, it is safe 1o asseri
that we should seldom or never hear ol
such unfortunate cccurrences as those
strikes which now and then paralyze
trade centres, cause such distress o
the families of those participating in
them, and not unfrequently end disas-
trously to the strikers. Even when the
demand for which the laborers strike i=
a just and reasonable one, and the)
finally succeed in gaining what they
ask, the injury doune to commerce,
the time lost and the sutferings entailed
by the strike, are such that it seems
doubtful, after all, if the gain will com-
pensate for the loss sustained and the
suffering endured

Another reason why strikes should,
if possible, be avoided, is that they are
sometimes brought about through the
instrumentality of demagogues, who
are unwilling to earn a livelibood by
the labor of their hands, but hope to
reap some advantage by precipitating
a conflict between capitalists and la-
borers.

As a case in point we may take the
strike inaugurated in London nearly a
fortnight ago, some account of which
will be found in another column. The
demands made by the strikers in this
case seem uite reasonable and such as
they are jnstly entitled to, yet the
privations of these wea and their f
milies ure, we are infurmed, sv terrible
that it will require extraordinary ad-
vantages to atone for them

In view of these facts, it is much to be
deplored that some fair and honorable
method of adjusting the difficulties be-
tween capital and labor, other than
strikes, could not be agreed upon.

THE SCOURGE OF LEPROSY.

Tue death of Father Damien, the
leper martyr of Molokai, woke a re-
sponsive chord in every hLeart capable
of appreciating seif-sacrificing heroism.
When he took up his abode among
those most sorely afllicted of God's
croatures, he found them in the lowest
depths of degradation. Besides labor-
ing for the salvation of their souls he at
once perceived that some provision
must be made for their bodies He
importuned the Hawaiian Government
nutil ships were sent to the leper colony
with clothes and food for the stricken
inhabitants. He explored the coast of
the country and discovered springs of
pure water, which he had brought to
the lepers by pipes supplied by the
Government through his influence. Heg,
caused good houses to be built for the
sufferers, and founded schools and hos-
pitals. When he bad done all this, and
made the once bleak home of those un-
fortunate people almost a garden, he felt
the dread disease in his own veins, and
in a.short time succumbed to its deadly
influence.

Weall know how, at his death, the
story of his life thrilled the world. Be-
sides arousing admiration for the man
who had sacrificed his life for the unfor-
tunate lepers, it drew the attention of
men of seience, princes and other celeb-
rities to the terrible disease by which
be died.  The information which these
investigations have already brought to
public notice is of the most interesti

Writing in 1884 (Fatber Damien having,
of course, died since), Dr. Mauritz gives
the history of his case:

“ Father Damien arrived at the set

tlement in the year 1878, and has lived
there continuously ever since. He is s
Belgian, of good physique, and when he
arrived was 34 years of age. During
all the period of his residence he has
been daily and hourly in contact with
lepers of various grades, many very

severe. Until 1884 he felt fairly well.
In that yvear pains in the left foot
troubled him ; these continued to get
worse, and, in the absence of any other
«<igns, were attributed to rheumatism

Towards the end of the year 1884 he
consulted Dr. Arning, and to this gen-
tleman must be given the credit of
diagnosing the disease in its very early
stage, as certainly not until six months
afterward did external manifestations
o leprosy develop. In May, 1885, there
were nc striking changes in his face
when examined by Dr. Arning and
myself. In August, 1885 a small lep-
rous tubercle manifested itself on the
lobe of the right ear, and from that date
to the present,diminution and loss of
wynbrows; infiltration of the integument
over the forehead and cheeks is slowly
but certainly going on, so that the case
of Father Damien is a confirmed tuber-
cular one, the symptoms and signs now
prosont placiug it e that clase

.“1 believe the majority of cases ol
leprosy at the settiement, had they been
rigidly watched, would fall in the same
category as Father Damien’s. Most
cases of leprosy are recorded between
the ages of 35 and 50 years, so heredity
is searcely possible. I am also clearly
of opinion that leprosy is contagious at
the beginning, and all through its
nrse, and that the ‘exhalations’ from
.ue leper are the main agencies al
work.”

Here you may enjoy a plunge
in the surf, which will do much more
towards rejuvenating you than the elixir of
Brown Sequard. From the spot where you
now stand you may, not unfrequently,
view a scene of unsurpassed loveliness. 1If
it be s calm morning, and you cast your
eyes seaward, you are likely to observe,
just as a light fog that had settled on the
water is fleeing before the rays of the
morning sun, a namber of fishing boats
resting on the bosom of the deep or moving
hither and thither. Very often, too, a
considerable fleet of vessels are to he seen
in this locality. Carrying your eye west-
ward over the waters of the harbor as they
sparkle in the morning sun, you see the
various capes and bays which break the
coast as it stretches off towards George
town. Retracing your steps for some dis
tance along the shore you come to a beach
a mile long, one of the finest that can be
found anywhere.

The Black Diamond left Vietoria, B

North China and Japan have been
visited by a series of ty phoons of nnpre-
cedented severity. At the lowest esti-
mate 5000 persons were drowned. Ad-
vices from Yokohama say disastrous
storm recently occurred in Wakaya-
maya. Ten thousand persons perished
in the floods following the storms and
20000 were rendered homeless. The
loss of property 18 enormous.

Australian papers, received at San
Francisco recently say about June 26th
the Savo, a small trading vessel, was
boarded by natives at Malayta. The
patives shot mate Ladden dead and be-
headed a trader named Cooper with an
axe. Keating, owner of the vessel, and
several others on board were badly
injured, but they drove off the natives,
killing twelve. It is reported Keating
has since died.
