The cold and
storm and the almost impassable
condition of the roads rendered it
impossible for electors tc travel
very far to the polls. In conse-
quence of this the vote polled was
small. From returns received up
to time of going to press both op-
position candidates appear to be
elected. Mr Morson has been el-
ected in the Cardigan district,
with a majority of 22, and, with
several polls to hear from, Mr
Currie has a small majority in
the West River district. The
vote atthe polls heard from in
this district are extremely small.
It was unfortunate that the
weather was so disagreeable, for
otherwise we feel sure both Con-
servative candidates would have
had sweeping majorities. As it
is, it is satisfactory to know that
the electors have placed the. pro-
per value on the false declarations
of the Government, and have re-
jected their candidates. No
stronget test of adverse public
opinion can be had than the de-
feat of Government candidates at
a partial election. We congratu-
late the snccessful opposition can-|
didates.

Doctor DeCosta.

Dr B. F. DeCosta,of New York, arriv-
ed here on Thursday evening last from
Pictou. He expected to lecture in the
Opera House on Friday evening; but in
consequence of the terrific snow storm,
the lecture was postponed until Monday
night. On Sunday afternoon the Dr.
lectured on temperance in the basement
of St Dunstan’s Catbedral. There was
a very large aundience in attendance
The distinguished speaker in vivid
language; portrayved many of the
evlis of intemperance, and quoted
figures to show what an extra-
ordinary amount of money is annnally
spent for liquor. The drink bill in the
United States, he said, had reached one
thonsand million dollars a year, He
appealed to his hearers to encourage
and foster teetotalism and to enroll
themselves under that banner. His
Lordship, the Bishop, followed exprea-
sing his thanks to the distinguished
lecturer for his admirable discourse,and
emphasgizad the need of temperance
work in our midst. A vote of thanks
was moved by Judge Reddin, duly se-
conded, and presented to the lecturer,
to which he made an appropriate reply.

On Monday evening the weather was
still stormy. aud the streets and side-
walks were in a most wretched condi-
tion.

tages a large audience assembled at the
Opera House to hear the Dr’s lecture en-
titled “From Canterbury to Rome.”
This Jecture is the history of his own
convergion and the story of the evola-
tion in his religious convictions, as he
struggled with the prejudices of his early
environment, and gradually overcame
the difficuities that beset his patb, dur-
ing the years of bhis ministry in the Pro-
testant Episcopal Chu:ch, until his fin-
al emancipation and his reception jnto
the Catholic Cburch. When be at length
received the grace of conversion, all his
religious difficulties disappeared,mmd iu
tbe haven of the Catholic church where
hia mind found rest and secarity, he
saw beauty, harmony and uonity. His
lecture of about an hoar and a half, was
characterizad thronghout by great mod-
eration and deep earnestness. Pro-
found convigtion was stamped on every
sentence, and while he rose gt jimes to
lofty flights of eloquence and dealt in
many flashes of pleasantry, the most
touching pathos prevaded his whole
discourse. He had no word of harsh
criticism for those whose communion
he had left; but spoke of them in terms

!of charity and love. Dr DeCosta is

She prayed for his conversion for fifty
years, and for thirty~five of those years,
she prayed before one statue of our
Lady, in her community in New Or-
leans. Under God he attributes his
conversion principally to the prayers of
this saintly nun. In 1873 . he visited
Rome and was presented to Pope
Pius IX. and received his blessing.
The appearance and affection of the
saintly Pontiff made a lasting impres-
siot upon. This with the Pope’s bless-
iog, he believes, had also much to do
with obtaining for him the grace of
conversion to the true faith. All this
time the evolution in his religious con-
victions was progressing. He thought
himself a Catholic and called himself
one. Bo far had he advanced at last
that he found he could not, as an
bonest man, remain any louger in the
Protestant Episcopal church. He had
been pastor of St John the Evangelists’
Church in New York, for eighteen
years, and when he told his friends the
conclusion he had come to, they be-
sought him with teargsin their eyes to
remain and preach just whatever he
pleased, even if it were Catholic doc-
trine. He could not act such a dounble
part,s0 he gave up his charge and broke
with his associations of almost a life-
time, and was received into the trme
church of God. This was a grace for
which he counld never be sufficiently
thankfal. Prejudice, the lectarer saidy
was the greatest barrier to conversions
to the church. This strong mental and
moral prejudice prevented the opera-
tion of the grace of God. There are
many who believe the Catholic church
is right, but are prevented through this
prejudice,from disposing themeslives for
reception therinto.
