At this time the Irish worshipped

idols, the sun, the spirits of storms
and wells, earthespirits and the spir-
i's of ancestors. The great god
Crun  Cruaich, ‘the ohief of the
mound,’ dwelt in what is nébw Couaty
Cavan, in a plaia called the ¢ Plain of
Koaeshing,” He was an image covered
wirh gold and silver, and arouad him
stood twelve subordinate idols, or
sub-gods, covered with brass. To
him in the days of his greatness the
Irish-used to sacrifice the first boro of
their children and of their flocks, to
secure power and peace io their
tribes, and m 'k and corn ia their
families. Io the later days his glory
had departed; but he was still to be
seen, battered and leaning as if about
to fall, and his attendants buried dp
to their heads in the ground. Meo
toll a story of bhow Patrick bad
stricken the cruel god with the staff
of Jesus, of which Patrick was the
possessor, 30 that he had tyrned west-
wards, and the demon had fled from
the stang (o hell, and the earth had
swallowed up the smaller idols as far
as their heads.
Their festivals were held ia hooor
of these gods; at two of them, Sam-
bain (now Hallowe’en) and B:l ain
(the rst of May) humaan yictims were
sacrificed. Qo the Lugnassad (the
13t of August) great fairs were beld in
various places. The fiir of Tailtin
was held with sports and horse raciog,
marriages were solemuized, and prin-
ces were always bound ta he present
on the last day, i they would avoid
disastes in the future,

Ancsstors were worshipped in Ire-
land, as evergywhere in ancient times.
The Irish, in the seventh century,
still believed that the pagan desad
dwelt in their sepulchres; and it ws~
thea this stosy about our saint arose:
