Gone to His Missionary Work.— 

Rev Donald McGillivray, an old Gode­
rich boy, who has accepted service as a 
mtuiouary to China, occupied Knox 
church pulpit on Sunday evening. There 
wee a large attendance. Placed before 
the pulpit was a chart showing the rela­
tive populations of Canada, Great Brit 
ain, the United States, France, Ger­
many, the old Roman Empire, and 
China. Thé preacher did not preach a 
sermon, in the ordinary acceptance of 
the term, bat delivered a strong mission 
ary discourse that was very effective, 
He gave some ten or twelve reasons 
which had actuated him in becoming a 
roiuionary to the Chinese, and then 
went on to say, in reference to himself, 
that he sought no particular sympathy 
from hia audience. He was going out to 
the healthiest part of China, without 
any incumbrances, to do the work of the 
best of Mutera. Living waa very cheap. 
Hia limited salary would enable him to I 
live in good working condition, just as 
hundreds of young men had done in that 
part before. Miuionariea in other parts 
were not receiving too high salaries. 
Health demanded these in other cli­
mates, and besides a miuionary coaid 
make as good use of money as any other 
man. He did net believe in begging hie 
living from the heathen. That waa not 
the Scriptural plan. They who preach 
the Gospel should lire of the Gospel and 
not of the heathen. All the reason» the 
speaker gave for sending the Gospel to 
China were reason» impelling him to go. 
God had opined up hia way in e remark­
able way. He trusted that this same 
God would be with and bleu him to do 
His work. In closing the speaker asked 
the prayers of the people, not for himself 
but for the Chinese, urging especially 
prayer for two more missionariee needed 
surely in Honan.
