! King Carlos of Portugal was assas-

The flamboyant
denunciation of a supposed attempt
to divert the Association from its legi-
timate purpose’ is' a demonstration
made merely to attract -attention
while the Journal knifes the Presi-

OH. MR. AMES!

Montreal Herald—The Ottawa cor-
respondent of the Toronto Globe, re-
ferring to the experience of govern-
ment departments with members who
have failed to return original docu-
ments makes this interesting state-
ment :—

Ames kept in his own custody from
April last until December, the copies
of the original papers relating to the
granting of timber berths in ques-
tion.
