TWO YEARS AT PENITENTAIRY.

The majority of the immigrants re-
ceived were Americans from thie West-|
ern ‘States, who expect to file on land
in the district.

The
man wag thrown under the wheels of
the wagon and the heavy load crush-
ed _out his life. He leaves to mourn
a wife and two small children.

The order of
the commission will be issued follow-
ing his report.

EXHIBIT FOR COAST CITY.

One of the finest exhibits ever sent
out of Edmonton was despatched Sat-
urday te New Westminster. The
material of the exhibit, which was
prepared under the direction of
Messrs, J. L. Porte and West, repre-
xenﬁng the boards of trade . of the
Twin Cities, was selected with great
care and at an expense considerably
in excess of that incurred in the pre-
paration of former exhibits. The ex-
hibit will occupy a floor space measur-
ing 96 feet by 16 feet.

It would be difficult, if not impos-
sible, to gather from any one distriet
in Canada, other than that in which
the Twin Cifies are situated, so fine
a collection of grains, grasses and
vegetables as that which will testify
to the dwellers on the Pacific coast
the fertility of the soil of Central Al-
herta, the richest section of the pre-
wier prairié province.

The possibilities of this section as a
manufacturing centre will be. repre-
sented by fine samples of domestic
coal, cement blocks for building pur-
poses and samples of bricks from the
Edmonton brickyards.

THE PACKING PLANT.

The ohér'day a representitive of the
Bulletin visited the packing plant of
J. Y. Griffin_Co., at North Edmonton,
and was courteously shown around the
establishment by one of the officials,
who took great pains to explain every-
thing and to answer_all questions.

At the rear of the large building are
the stock yards, with pens of cattle,
hogs and sheep in corrals, so arrang-
ed that the animals can be  easily
driven up a long slope to one of the
upper stories of the big brick build-
ing. The sheep being very timid
animals, a trained goat is used to lead
the way up the inc¢line. When the
goat reaches the top he is turned
aside and used over again to lead the
next flock.

A Valuable Pay Roll.

This plant is a great thing for the
buginess of Edmonton and the sur-
rounding country. The pay-roll of
this company amounts to a very con-
giderable sum. They ‘employ 250
men in the plant, about 30 in the
offices and eight salesmen are Kept
busy travelling throughout Alberta
and British Columbia, dispesing of the
products of the packing plant.
Business has increased to such an
extent that the large building is still
too small, although it has already been
enlarged since it was built. Still more
enlargements are contemplated. A
new office building has just been built
and part of it already occupied. The
old officée qudrters in the large build-
ing will now be used for new freezer
rooms. ‘The business of thé packing
plant is handled in a systematic ‘way
by the superinterrdent of office staff,
the officé manager, credit department,
beef department, provision depart-
ment, produce department, purchas-

ment, railway department and claims
department.
Under Government Inspection.

Then, besides the employees of the
company, thére are the government
inspectors, who inspect every carcass
as killed, and assistant inspectors, who
affix the stamp or seal of gowernment

The words ‘“Canada Approved, Est
18 B,” gives a government inspector’s
guarantee of quality and shows the
number of the establishment from
which it came.

The Killing Floor a Busy Scenme.

As we stood on the killing floor we
saw the gang of 20 men. all busy in
the various operations of butchering
the fine lot of big fat cattle. At the
end of the room on a shelf-like plat-
form, behind a screen, stood the cattle
which had descended the incline pre-
viously mentioned. Over their heads,
upon a bridge, stood or walked _the
executioner, with killing axe in hand,
giving each animal a tap on'the head,

Condemned a Big, ¥at Steer.

Wihile, we were looking on ‘we" no-
ticed what appeared to be a fine' big
fat carcass. It was one of the heav-
fest, but the sharp eye of the govern-
ment inspector had détected some gign
of  disease .and so the big fat beef
had to carry ‘the ‘‘¢ondemned” tag,
which was a signal to the man at
the switch to turn it on to the track
leading to the vats where soap is
made. Perhaps an ordinary butéher
might have killed and sold such a
carcass and- the eaters might have
been none the wiser. But the gov-
ernment seal of approval on meat pro-
ducts means something.

The principal diseases which cause
the eondemnation are cysticerel bovis
in cattle and cysicerici cellulosea in
hogs, and also occasionally a case 6f
tuberculosis. Where disease is found
in an animal the whole carcass goes
to the grease vat and not even the
head or the entrails are left behind.

Sheep and Poultry.

The " sheep are rapidly butchered
and in such a way that the carcasses
never touch the floor, but from when
the animal is killed it travels from
place to place suspended from an over-
head track. p

A visit to the poultry department
was left till another time, for they
were not killing any birds just then
and a description of their modern
method of killing will be left for an-
other article.

So many rooms were visited as we
dodged in and out of deors, up and
down the elevator and through pas-
sageways and between long rows qt
beef hanging in the storage rooms.
How the guide knew his way was al-
most a mystery. A stranger could eas-
ily get lost. But the company very
courteously sends a gnide along with
any visitors.

The power for the plant is gener-
ated in the engine-room by steam
boilers burning coal. .From the en-
rine rpom .electricity for power -and
light is distribnted through the -build-
ing and each department have separ-
ate motors to. run its machinery.

REDMOND ATTACKED,

Greeted in New York .by Declaration
That His Party is Governed by

. ‘Mergenary Aims.

New York, Bept. 27—The _arrival
here of Mr, dohn Redmond and his
party,-of. Irish,Nationalist parliamen-
tarians, has begn the occasion of an at-
{ tack’ by the Sinn Fein, which has is-
| sued a statement printed in the Times,
 which says: “No accounting has ever
jbeen made of the funds subscribed for
Mr, Redmond and his party. This
money is controlled by two or three
members of tne party, and ANy mem-
ber who will not do their b]dding or
who has the temerity to ask for an
accounting is expelled from the party
and deprived of his salary. The pres-
ent English government came into
péwex: by Tegson of the support given
it by Mr, Redmond s party, and could
not hold ofﬂce‘wnthout the aid of that
party.

For the first time in many years,
the Irish party holds the balance of
power and eould make or unmake the
English government at will. They
could -have forced the present govern-
ment to pass a home rule bill if they
were really in earnest in their desire
for home rule. They did not breax
with the Liberals because they were
tied by monetary and other considera-
tions to the Liberal party, as the
check for $10,000 from Lord Tweed-
motith shows.”
