Mayor: Gosling, for the purpose of
levying increased taxation to meet
certain financial obligations, as pre-
viously mentioned. “'The Mayor point-
ed out that the various claims in the
new Charter empowered the Council
to fix taxation, subject to the approval
of the Legislature, and if the new
Charter is passed this session of the
Legislature, he felt it incumbent upon
the Board to pass this Resolution.
The Mayor showed that the proposed
increase of taxation on theatricals and
other forms of amusements (which
really means extra taxes on people
who attend theatricals) would yield a
revenue of $10,000 a year. The Resolu-
tion will be discussed fully next week.

NOTICE OF RESOLUTION.

It is hereby Resolved, — That, be-
ginning with the half year period July
1st to December 30th, 1917, the City
tax as authorized by Sec. 211 of the
proposed City Charter shall be at the

There shall be paid to the Council by
all persons frequenting any ‘theatrical,
musical, dancing, pantomime, athletic,
pictorial, circus, or other kind of pub-
lic performan‘ce, exhibition, or amuse-
ment, within the City limits, one cent
upon every five cent ticket, two cents
upon every ten cent ticket,gnd so on
in proportion.

For the purpose of collecting the
above tax, the Council may, upon pay-
ment of the face value of the same, is-
jue to the owners or managers of such
antertainments, stamps, of such value
as may be required, to be affixed to the
ticket issued by the said owmers or
managers.

Or the Council may, upon payment
of the face value of the same, issue
duly certified tickets of such de-
nominations as may be reguired. Such
stamps or tickets shall be cancelled,
when sold, by being punched in such 2
manner as to indicate the value of the
ticket and the date of cancellation.

In addition to the annual fees pay-
able to the Council under the Motor

tax, equal in amount to one half of
the said fees, shall be paid by owners
or drivers of motor cars owned or
operated within the City Limits, on
the First day of July, 1917,.or on re-
gistfation, and annually thereafter on
or before the first day of May in each
succeeding year.
