THE BOND-BLAINE SCHEME.
Sir Robert Bond, the Premier and 

Colonial Secretary of Newfoundland, 
sailed from Liverpool yesterday for 
Montreal on the Allan Line steamer 
Pretorian, on his way to Washington 
with full powers from the Imperial 
Government to reopen the negotiations' 
through the British charge d'affaire's 
for the ratification of the Bond-Blaine 
convention.

The Newfoundland premier lias de­
clared himself in favor of free trade 
with the United States as against a 
union of the colony with the Dominion 
of Canada. His success in obtaining 
imperial sanction for his present Am­
erican visit is the culmination of 
twelve years' persistent effort, and 
only this week was he able to con­
vince the government of the injustice 
done to Newfoundland by the non- 
ratification of the convention, and 
able to secure its consent for the re­
sumption of the reciprocity negotia­
tions.

The Premier of Newfoundland will 
lose no time in getting to work, and 
the British charge d'affaires will com­
municate with the State department 
shortly after the premier’s arrival in 
America.

SIR THOMAS HURT.
Sir Thomas Lipton was in an auto­

mobile accident today while coming 
to town from his country house. His 
twelve-horse car, which he was driving 
himself, skidded on the street car rails 
at Woodgieen and clashed violently 
Into the iron railing bordering the 
road. The car was wrecked and the 
railing was smashed for a considerable 
distance, but Sir Thomas escaped with 
a shock and a few bruises.

A special dispatch from Madrid says 
that advices received there from Tan­
gier announces that the Sultan of 
Morocco had a dangerous accident 
while automobiling near Fez yester­
day. The driver lost control of the 
car, which dashed into a stone wall. 
As the vehicle was not going fast the 
sultan escaped with a shaking up and 
a fright.

WILL VISIT CANADA- 
A deputation from the Congrega­

tional Union left this country yester­
day to inquire into the condition of 
Congregational churches in Canada. 
The deputation will travel aorcss the 
Dominion to 'Vancouver.

Paul, which will sail for New York 
Via Cherbourg, will take the remains 
of Charles L. Fair and Mrs. Fair, 
which will be forwarded to Cherbourg 
from here today.

sea the existence of the forepart of a 
large Spanish galleon, dating from the 
seventeenth century.

Two cannon have already been 
brought to the surface. They weigh 
nearly two tons each, are made of 
bronze, and covered with rich Arab­
esques. One bears the inscription: 
"Philip. King of Spain, 1640,” and the 
other, “Don Diego Philip de Guzman, 
Marquis of Artillery, 1632."

The after part of the vessel is parti­
ally buried in- sand, but the whole gal­
leon is said to be in excellent preserva­
tion, and an attempt is going to be 
made to bring it to land. It is be­
lieved to contain much treasure.

SITUATION IN VENEZUELA. 
Washington, Aug. 22.—The state de­

partment is in receipts of a cablegram 
from Minister Bowen, at Caracas, 
saying that he could spare two of the 
war vessels in Venezuelan waters. This 
information is taken to mean that the 
situation in Venezuela has improved.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Aug. 22.—It Is es­
timated that the coal and iron police­
men now guarding the idle collieries 
in four counties of the anthracite re­
gion number 5,000. The employment of 
so many special guards has necessi­
tated an expenditure by the companies 
to date of $1,800,000. Besides paying 
the special policemen a daily wage the 
companies supply them with food and 
lodging. ,

Every coal company in the anthracite 
district and nearly every washery has 
its quota of police. The commissions 
are all granted by Governor Stone at 
Harrisburg, and they cost the com­
panies $4 for the granting and record­
ing of each. Of this sum $2 goes to 
the state and $2 to the county.

SCARED THE BOSSES.
Shenandoah, Pa., Aug. 21.—At mid­

night Supt. Hayes, of the Pennsylvania 
colliery at Morea, called up head­
quarters and asked Gen. Gob in to send 
troops to that place. He said that the 
foreigners were on the streets dis­
charging firearms and that he feared 
an attack on the non-union firemen 
and engineers was contemplated. The 
governor's troop was dispatched to 
that place, but investigation showed 
that the Hungarians had been cele­
brating a christening since Sunday and 
that on their way to their homes the 
men were- giving vent to their enthusi­
asm by yelling and shooting off re­
volvers.

THE LONGSHOREMEN.
Detroit, Aug. 22.—Secretary-Treasurer 

Barter, of the International Long­
shoremen Marine and Transport 
Workers’ Association, has Just issued 
a charter to the freight handlers and 
grain Sfcoopers of Montreal. There are 
about 3,500 men In the organization, 
and Barter has been working for sev­
eral years to have them affiliate. The 
same class of labor at Quebec is ex­
pected to Join within a short time.

CHINESE SAILORS SHUT OUT.
Ban Francisco, Aug. 22.—Advices 

from Washington say that the 
.treasury department has counter­
manded the order permitting the land­
ing of the 300 Chinese sailors on the 
steamer Gaelic, which, it is alleged, 
are to be transferred to the Korea. 
Collector of the port has been in­
structed to make a full investigation 
of the matter. On receipts of his re­
port the treasury department will take 
further action in the case.

A CAPTAIN OF INDUSTRY
E. B. Eddy, the Great Manufac­

turer, 76 Years Old Today.

An aged woman, lyfrig c ideally ill, 
wept as her pastor spoke words of 
comfort to her. "You are not afraid 
to trust God?” he asked.

“Oh, no,” she replied, surprised that 
he should have asked it. "I cry only 
because I am weak. I have trusted him 
for many years, and if I could have 
chosen my life, I could not have made 
it more abounding in assurances of his 
love. Some time I'll tell you about it 
if I live." She did live, and this is the 
story which she and her daughter 
told:

Just after the civil war there came 
to Chicago a widow with a family of 
six daughters. Six years she had 
struggled with poverty, and her occu­
pation at that time was in a factory 
which had just moved to Chicago, and 
had brought her and her children with 
it.

Short Sketch ef a Busy and Useful 
Business Career..

Today, Aug. 22, E. B. Eddy, the head 
of the great Eddy industries at Ot­
tawa celebrates the 76fh anniversary 
of his birth. Despite his years, Mr. 
Eddy is still the shrewd and ambitious 
business man he has always been and 
he seems likely to live many years 
more to control the destinies of the 
huge concern he has built up from 
the humblest beginnings.

A short sketch of Mr. Eddy’s re­
markable business career will not be 
out of place. Mr. Eddy went to Ot­
tawa in 1851 and established a match 
factory of modest pretensions on the 
site the paper mills now Occupy. In 
1856 he commenced to manufacture 
woodenware, for which the firm from 
the first became famous. He rented 
a small mill which stood beside his 
match factory and employed about 100 
hands. Four years later he added 
other woodenware branches to his 
evergrowing industry.

The firm had employed only boys for 
their labeling, bottling and wrapping, 
but they took the six girls and kept 
them till the firm went out of busi­
ness. During this period the mother 
stayed at home and kept house while 
the daughters earned the living.

not surprising the piorveers in the trade 
numbered Mr. Eddy among their com­
petitors. In eight years after starting 
business he branched into lumbering 
in a small way, but narrow limits were 
not designed for men of the indomi­
table spirit and strenuous ambition of 
Mr. Eddy. It was not may years un­
til he became king of the trade. The 
little mill soon became the big mill, 
and the output reached 80,000,000 to 
85.000,000 feet of lumber annually. Con­
tinuing along these lines newer and 
larger factories and mills began to 
arise in rapid succession. In 1886 the 
coneen became a limited joint stock 
company, at which time Mr. Eddy as­
sociated with himself the board of 
directors which still rule the affairs 
of the company with marked success*. 
In 1889 the manufacture of sulphide 
pulp was commenced. The mill is in 
the eastern section of Hull and is the 
only part of the Eddy works not de­
stroyed in the disastrous fire of April 
6, 1900. A few years ago the company 
abandoned the saw-milling business 
and commenced the manufacture of 
paper. The inexhaustible spruce for­
ests revealed a source of wealth which 
with characteristic decision and enter­
prise was at once utilized, and the 
result is the existence today at Hull 
of the leading paper mills of Canada. 
The capacity of these mills today is 
85 to 100 tons of paper daily, which is 
gradually being increased. Comparing 
the factories today with those of 1851, 
Mr. Eddy then had a little match fac­
tory and part of an old cement mill, 
employing about 100 hands. Today the 
payroll contains over 2,5,00 men and 
the mills are among the largest in the 
world. > The match factory turns out 
over 3.000 gross of matches a day, 
while the fiber output alone is over 
40,000 pieces a day. It must not be 
Imagined that Mr. Eddy has enjoyed 
uninterrupted progress. Fire has pur­
sued him with relentless activity arid 
no less than 23 times have his works 
been scorched more or less seriously. 
Two of these conflagrations were al­
most deadly in their destruction. The 
catastrophe of 1900 is too fresh in the 
minds of Canadians to require lengthy 
review. Few men at Mr. Eddy’s age 
would have survived the sheds, bu^

There were ups and downs not a few, 
times of employment and times without 
work. After a time he secured some­
thing for them to do in a seed house.

“Well, grandma,” he said, “when I 
see you and the girls here, and think 
of what you have been through, I 
can’t help thinking that you've learned 
what it is to trust the Lord.”

Indeed, she has learned; and her re­
cent sickness proved another lesson. 
Restored to health again, she still re­
joiced in the help that did' not fail in 
all her struggles, and which abides in 
her old age.
