The police, after his first escape,
lost all trace of the bogus major, but
an innkeeper's daughter, who recog-
nized Schimanck from a newspaper
picture, notified the nnlice. who ar-
rested him.

FRIENDS OF TREES
ARE WOODPECKERS

Of All Birds, Says Expert, They
Are Most Important in Con-
servation of Forests,

Of all birds that further the welfare
of trees, writes F. E. L. Beal, of the
United States blological survey, wood-
peckers are the most important. The
value of their work in dollars and
cents is impossible to calculate. Dr.
A. D. Hopkins, of the bureau of en-
tomology, has said that the annual loss
from insect work on forest trees
amounts to at least $100,000,000, and
the woodpecker i{s king among the en-
emles of insects pests.

Persons who have seen these active
little creatures upside down on the
bark of a tree they were tapping may
have wondered how the birds could
maintain themselves in all positions.
But nature has attended to that, and
has equipped the wood,ecker especial-
ly for his business. The legs of these
birds are short and stout and the toes
are furnished with strong, sharp claws.

With one exception, all North Amer-
lcan woodpeckers have four toes, two
of which point forward and two back-
ward. Further to ald In maintaining
themselves on the trunks of trees, their
tails are composed of stiff feathers,
terminating in sharp spines. which
can be pressed against bark and serve
as a prop to hold the bird in an up-
right position while it Is at work.

As much of the food of woodpeckers
is obtained from solld woods, nature
has provided most of them with a
stout beak having a chisel shaped
point, which forms an exceedingly
effective wood cutting instrument.
But the most interesting feature in the
anatomy of these birds iz the tongue.
This is more or less cylindrical in form
and usually very long. It terminates in
a hard point, with more or less sharp
barbs upon the sides.

Posteriorly, the typleal woodpecker
tongue is extended in two long fila-
ments of the hyold bone, which curl up
around the back of the skull, and,
while they commonly stop between the
eyes, In some species they pass around
the eyve, but in others enter the right
nasal opening and extend to the end
of the beak. In this last case the ton-
gue is practically twice the length of
the head. This organ s inclosed in
a muscular sheath, by means of which
it can be extruded from the mouth for
a long distance and used as a most
effective  instrument for dislodging
grubs or ants from their burrows in
wood or bark.

ARTIFICIAL SNAILS.

Snails,the only genuine part of whihe
are the shells, are now being sold in
Paris, and it is said that the imitation
of the real articla 1s so close that

miny epleures have a high opinilon of
the =ham product. But it 1s presumed
that theyv do not know that the snalls
are artificlal, and they are certainly
ignorant of the method by ‘which the
snails are manufactured. Snail shells,
it seems, are bought from the dust-
men and ragpickers, and after being
cleaned, are filled with “lights,” or

cats’ meat, the soft flesh being cut into
corkscrew form, so as to fit the shell
by a skillfully-designed machine. The
receptacle I8 then sealed by means of
liquid fat, and the escargot 18 ready
for ‘the consumer. The secret came
out in consequence of an action
brought by a man employed at the
snail factory to recover damages for
a finger mutilated by one of the ma-

chines The artificial’ snails find a
ready market.
PHILIPINO BATHERS.

‘The early morning bath is universal
among the Filipinos, and 1s an evi-
dence of natural wisdom which 18 of

great service in keeping them 1in
health, Thelr manner of taking It
however, suggests th:xt.lt Is taken

rather to cool and invigorate the body
than for cleanliness. They stand by
ihe edge of the well or bath and dip
up cocoanut shells full of water which
they pour over thelr heads, permitting
it to run down over the body; the
clean garments, if there he any, are
then slipped cver the head and the
wet skirts dropped beneath. They
seem to have an Irrational fear of
water fn case of illness and as a rule
do not permit any of it to be applied
to them until they are recovered, the
bath being the sign of convalescence.
Patlents have many times come to me
weeks and even months after I  had
forgotten about their cases, to know
if they might now bathe with impun-
ity. I eventually found it desirable
to give careful directions in each case
as to bathing during illness, which
usually made them stand aghast, but
would generally be followed, though
with fear and trembling, on account
of thelr faith in the Americano.

A prevalent error [n their bathing |
Is the falluro to restore the equill-
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brium of the circulation by vigorous
rubbing after the bath. A mother will
often dip her little infant into the
chilly well water or mountain stream
until the little thing is blue with cold,
and then wrap it in its little garment
without even taking the percaution to
dry it. One of the favorite occupa-
tions of the men is to take thelr
cholcest filghting cock down to the
stream and dip It repeatedly in the
flowing water, smoothing carefully its
comb and feathers, the rooster mani-
festing meanwhile every evidence of
satisfaction and enjoyment. -— Good
Health.

INDIANS OF THE NORTH.

Contrary to general opinion, the
women of the north dominate the men
and their general desires on all do-
mestic matters are carried Into effect.
The Indians marry young, for despite
the latitude thelr development is rapid.
Polygamy exists among the Ojibways
and Crees, where there i{s no Christian
influence and a man marries in num-
ber according to his disposition and
ability as a hunter. One man at Long
Lake has three wives and 18 children.
Our observation throughout the trip
verifies the claim that families are
peaceful, with little walling from the
children and no fighting in the tepees.
To the Indlan the love of family fis
almost as strong as to the Hebrew of
biblical times, and their affection, ex-
emplified in Iife in their privations for
one another, continues to the grave
and outlasts death. Widonquin en-
tered while we smoked and reflected,
and every Indlan arose amd in turn
approached him, each clasped his hand
and held it momentarily in the manner
peculiar to their blood, expressing at
the same time in simple words their
sorrow over the loss of his wife. Dur-
ing the winter past she had been
called to the hunting grounde of the
fathers, and Widonquin in the frenzy
of his grief had thrown away at great
loss almost his entire equipment. Long
days of sorrow were spent by him in
the silent forest, and now, with noth-
ing for a nucleus, he had come for
provision to begin anew the struggle
against the winter.

As we wandered to the shore in the
dusk of that evening an Indian family
were just arriving in their birch
canoes. The mother, who had lost a
child during the summer, was met at
the landing by several Indian women,
who kissed her upon the cheek and
offered words of condolence and com-
passion,

A dollar watch, which had cost him
the value of $10 in skins, was handed
to a child by its father during our
stay to assuage its grief over the
death of a dog. Numberless acts of
kindness to their own evidenced the
fact that mankind llving closest to
nature is most llkely to be an exem-
plar of the Golden Rule.—From an dat-
ticle in Rod and Gun in Canada.
