and which it was thought from the manner
in which the size of the flames decreased
while the Tacoma was bearing down to-
wards her, had been nearly extinguished
by the thme the steamer came to offer as-
sistance. What was the amount of the
damage could not be learned. ‘She was in
latitude 98.32 N. and longitude 146.46 B.
