LoxvoN, Jan. 5.—Earl Dérby, speaking
last night at a banquet at the Liverpool re-
form club, announced himself a thorough
liberal. He said he hoped there would be
no further attempt to prevent Bradlaugh
taking the parliamentary oath, Discussing
the question of howe rule for Ireland, the
earl said : ““ America is net g despotic or
reactionary country, but we know how she
dealth with secession, and will see soon
how thoroughly the traces of that sanguin-
ary conflict have disappeared, I don’t see
why we should show less determination or
have less good fortune.” !
