Since the'commencement of the
Irish land agitation American fenianism has
vastly developed, having freed itself from
the jealousies aud bickerings which rent it
to pieces after the failure of 1867. The or
ganization may now be said to consist of
but one solid body, in the hands of the Chi-
cago convention—a delesated assembly
liable to be tummoned to meet together as
occasion may arise or the necessities of the
party demand. Last year there were re-
ported 913 circles. having a nominal mem-
bership of nearly 250,000.
