It has sometimes been -said that to ﬁive
publicity to such vices as these which
have been discovered in London is to do
a8 is odeasioned by
the evils that are exposed. This view is
untenable in the present case, There
would be some force in it if, as is eug-
gested by the Evening Poet, the effect wav
$o lessen the reader’s horror of vice and
enlarge his idea of vicious possibilities
and opportunities, Such may have
beon the. result in the office of that
pewspaper ; but outside of it we
osnnot believe there is anyone whose
detestation of vice was not increased by
the terrible pictures from the pages of the
Pall Mall Guzette.. To reproduce those
pioturea in thie country is to put our
people ‘on. their guard agsinst the growth
of like abominaticns here. They do not
incite to sin any more than the pictares of
Hogarth. :

Thata resolution be
prepared embodying the ohanges - above
recommended, and that such resolution,
when adopted by the council, be presented
forthwith to the governor-in-council of
Ountario,  Printed pldns showing the
proposed redistribution were also pre-
sented by the committee,  Ald. Pepler
explained at length his basie-of redistriba-
tion, which in & nutshell was that & more
equitable representation both a8 regards.
_population and assessment value of each
Nward was desirable. Ald. Pepler said:
“QOur plan will do away altogether with -
the purely local and outlying repregenta-
tion, making each ward’s interest and
representation general, each ward having
an inlyingand outlying interest. It .will
do away with the old trouble of the east
trying to get the better of the west, and
vice versa, for as'the centre line of the
city running porth and south is
considerably west of Yonge street,
wards 1, ‘2{ and 3, reaching from
Church (their easterly boundary) fto
John, Beverley and the west side of the
University grounds (their westerly bound-
ary) stand as_much in the westerly as in
the eas seotions, and have, therefore,
the same interest in one section %8 the
other. This fact will- place these wards as
arbiters as between sast and west, The
time since the annexing of St. Paul’s, St.
Matthew’s and St. Mark’s has not yet been
long enough to show to all the disastrous
resulte tbat will ensue from the anomalous
state of things that now exists, but it is
felt acutely in our taxation, Then there is
the unfairness to the most numerously
populated, most wealthy, and most deeply
interested central wards.”
