Graveyard Trustee* Not Satisfied with Its 
Route—They Rent Farms and Pay 

No Taxes—Interview with Mr.
J. D. Edgar—Construction 

Commences To-day.
One of The World’s reporters yesterday 

learned that the trustees of the Mount 
Pleasant Cemetery had started a petition 
against the route which has been selected by 
the Belt Line Railway Company through the 
rough land at the rear of the cemetery. It 
seems that the document is being hawked 
about town by a lawyer to get the signatures 
of owners of burial plots. This method of 
attack upon an important public improve­
ment was so extraordinory that The World 
decided to interview Mr. J. D. Edgar, M.P., 
the president of the Belt Lina, on the subject.
Mr. Edgar was found and was asked if the 
Belt Line would pass through any portion of 
Mount Pleasant which was laid out in burial 
ptoter or occupied by graves/

“We do not propose to pass through the 
burial place or cemetery itself at afl,” he 
said. “In fact, the line goes through the land 
of the Burial Trust, more than 1000 feet 
from the nearest grave. It passes away to 
the east through a pasture field, which is 
rented and used as part of a farm by a 
tenant ot the trustees, whose lease has five 
years yet to run. This farm land pays no 
taxes either.”

“Is there, then.no desecration of graves by 
the railway pasting through the cemetery r

“Far from desecrating graves, we afford 
special facilities for the owners of burial 
plots to reach thereby train; to have funerals 
in special funeral cars, at is done in 
all large cities, and to bring in the bodies of 
those who die sway from Toronto by train 
to the gates of the cemetery. I have not heard 
of any desecration of graves in Toronto 
since these same trustees dug up the bodies 
of those respectable citi sens buried in the old 
Potter’s Field in Bloor-street in order to sell 
the ground far building lots, and carted 
most of the bones away into a pit We are 
only railway directors and not ghouls.” -

“If you do not desecrate the graves per­
haps you may injure the value of the pro-
P*“?thmk not,” mid Mr. Edgar, "but if we 

do we shall have to pay for ft in the usual 
way. The trustees neve secured power by 
act of the Legislature to sell the very part of 
their land through which we past They 
have twice sold off parts for speculative pur­
poses within the past two years, and we have 
yet to discover that the Belt Line will not 
gjve a solid increase in Values to all property 
which it develops as it does this.”
