eferring to:the tariff question, he said
that on all sides there appeared constantly-
increasing protective duties, which were
calculated to stifle British trade. The
protection heresy, on which the f§tarifis
were founded, grew like other evil passions
upon what it fed. Watching English sta-
tistics, he could not but feel anxiety lest
efforts of foreign protectionists should be
partially successfal. The errors of foreign
statesmen might be translated to Great
Britain; undoubtedly Britisb trade was
being hindered for the moment by foreign
legislation,

Continuing, he said : “We have had
trouble in the rural districts where no
longer sound employment can be ob-
tained, as formerly. Men have had
to seek & desperate remedy by
moving into towns. The Government will
seize with avidity any measures promising
legitimately to increase employment for
Jaborers, either in town or rural district.”

One of the most acute of the Government’s
anxieties was the fact thiat people, in 5hgu‘
iguorance, tried remedies which, if obtain-
ed, wounld plunge them into far greater
misery. The Government had a narrow
path to tread. It must avoid. dangerons
apathy in sttemptin&t,o cure suffering by
simply ignoring the causes. On the
cther hand it ‘must shun the
far more dangerous course of wandering
jnto economic errors that might plunge
the whole country into irreparable disaster.

He concluded congratulating the

French Strikers Dispersed by Troops.’

Paris, Nov. 25.—A despatch from Lens,
one of the centres of thecoal miners’s strike
in the department of Pas-de-Calais, says
that a body of strikers attacked the en-
gineers who were in charge of the machinery
in a factory at that place. The factory had
secured a supply of coal, which rendeted it
independent of the neighboring mines, and
this fact en d the strikers. The military
suthorities, believing that the strikers
would make an attempt to compel the fac-
tory to shut down, orgered the detail of a
small body of troops to protect the pro-
perty and the employes. The strikers
made a determined onslaught on the en-

ineers despite the presence of the soldiers.

Germany Doubling Her War Strength.

BerLIN, Nov. 25.—In the navy estimates
for 1892 provision is made for an annual
addition to the navy of 2218 men, exclusive
of marines, the first levy to be in their ships
in April, 1896, and the term of service to be
12 years. Thug usward of 20,000 men will
be gradually added to the effective strength
of the navy, more than doubling the present
war strength. The torpedo corps will be
increased by 750 men. The estimates also
providg that 1800 officers and chief mates
shall bé gradually added to the navy, be-
ginning in April, 1892.

Penal Servitude for 27 Years.

CONVICTION NOT FOR JOE.

PROSPECTS THAT ENGINEER AR-
NOLD1 WILL BE AQUITIED,

History of the Steamer—Witnesses Who
Acfed as A | Friends
The Defence Argue That There Could
Be No Iraud Because the Money Was
Honestly Earned,

Orrawa, Nov 25.—The appearance of
J. R. Arnoldi in the Police Court this
morning attracted more than the usual
crowd.

F. Merritt, s clerk in the Bank of Mont-
real here and a nephew of Arnoldi’s, testi-
fied that accounts appeared in the auditor-
general’s report against his nawe for the
rent of a lot on Vittoria-street for Gover;}-
ment purposes, which lot was Mr. Arnoldi’s
E’mpﬂ'ty, and he received the money there-
or.

Mr. W. A Allan of Ottawa testified to
the registering of the steamer Joe ab the
Ottawa Custom House by Arnoldi’s request.

Mr. J. R. Wilson of Montreal detailed
the transactions by which the money for
the Joe’s services was handed to him,
the accounts being in his name. He invari-
ably handed the money to Arnoldi. In
cross-examination Mr. Chrysler brought out
the fact that many of the accounts for the
Joe had been certified to by Mr. Perley,
then chief engineer of the Public Works
Department.

Mr. Z. Wilson, collector of customs, pro-
duced a copy of the abstract from the books
at the Custom House showing the registra-
tion of the Joe.

Mr. Osler then said he had} no further
evidence to offer. Three counts stood
against the accused. He was charged with
obtaining money by false pretences, con-
spiracy and breach of duty as a public offi-
cer. e pointed out that the law provided
that no payment could be made by the
Government to & civil servant, beyond his
regular. salary, without the consent and
authority of the Governor-General in Coun-
cil. Here was a man put in a position of
trust, certifying to the expenditure of
money for the purpose of putting it into his
own pocket.

The Magistrate: But if the money was
honestly earned for services performed—

Mr. Osler: It makes no difference. There
was no contract, and Arnoldi secretly certi-
fied money inte his own pocket. It would
shake the confidence entirely in the ad-
ministration of public affairs if this practice
were allowed. Proceeding Mr. Osler
claimed that money had been obtained by
false pretences and conspiracy made out by
the cases of the Victoria-street lot and the

Joe. :
Mr. Chrysler contended that no case had
been made out. Supposing an -order in
council had not been obtained for the pay-
ments of these moneys, as the Civil Service
Ast provided, did it make it a crime when
the service had been properly performed?

The Magistrate said he did not think the
Civil Service Act aﬂ‘-lied either to the
steamer Joe or plots of land.

Mr. Chrysler, proceeding, said that Mr.
Arnoldi was clearly outside the pale of the
Audit Act, under the provisions of which he
was partially bein ingicted with regard to
both services. he money was clearly
earned and was not a criminal offence. No-
thing of a criminal nature had been shown.
THe 10t in question had beon fairly used by
the Government, and the servicesof the
Joe had been utilized to their full extent
for the Government. The money was there-
fore honestly earned, and 1t would have been
dishonest for the Government to have with-
held it. Nobody from the department said
they had been deceived. Where then was
the false pretence?

Dr. McMichael said it seemed that this
case had arisen because there had been an
irregularity in the department, but it did
not follow that crime had taken place. The
crown had suffered no loss and crime had
not been proven. The prosecution had ut-
terly failed to prove conspiracy. It had not
been shown that Arnoldi bad conspired with
anybody and, as far as the charge of ‘“false
pretence,” the false pretence used must be
to defrand, and clearly no . fraud had taken
place,as the Government had got good value
for its money.

The case was then adjourned for a week
when the magistrate will deliver judgment.

WEIGHTED BY TROUBLE HE TAKES
IHE FATAL LAUDANUM,

The End of a Young Englishman’s Un-
happy Career—He Belonged to & Rich
Devonshire Family—Practically Ban-
ished ¥rom Home—Ups and Downs of
Lite in Canada—The Embezzlement

%7 Charge.

A bareroom;an empty laudanum phial, the
lifeless form of a man om the premises of
George H. Lucas’ veterinary establishment,
King-street west, told eloguently of the sad
end of Henry Hanbury, late of 28 Grange-
avenue, who was driven to suicide yesterday
by a culmination of misfortunes.

The facts connected with the finding of
the body are as follows:

On Oct. 5 Lucas allowed Hanbury to store
his trunks—four of them—in a vacant room.
over his establishment.

Since Hanbury's trouble in the Police
Court, where a charge of embezzlement from
Liveryman Brown d been preferred, he
had been in vhe habit of taking his things
and selling them. ;

His Reason for Geing to King-street.

Hanbury called on Tuesday at 12 o'clock
and told Mr. Lucas he was going upstairs to
get something. Lucas replied that it
was all right and thought no more
of tho matter. Mrs, Hanbury called
on Mr. Lucss yesterdey at 4 o'clock

and asked for her husband, fearing that
something must have happened, as he had
not been home since Tuesday morning. .She
requested Luces to go up to the room and see
it her husband was there. Lucas complied
and found the door locked. o then climbed
out on the roof to a place where he could
have a view of the room. He saw Hanbury
lying dead and at once informed the police.

ith Detective John Cuddy he broke into
the room. 'There he found the body of Han-
bury.

The Death Chamber,

Coroner Pickering viewed the body, ex-
amined the surroundings and concluded not
to hold an inquest. ;

‘When found the body was lying doubled
up on a cot, just as if he had been sitting and
fallen over in & sleep, Between the fingers of
one band wasa half-smoked cigaret and beside
him lay a 2 oz phial containing a halt
ounce of laudanum, which had been pur-
chased in Osnawa on Nov. 6, and also five
letters. Haubury had rolled up his over-
coat so as to make a pillow out of it, but
never used the pillow.

The body was removed to the undertaking
establishment of W, H. Stone to whom a lst-
ter had been addressed by Hanbury asking
that all be done to relieve Mrs. Hanbury of
trouble, and adding that she had been a faith-
ful wife to him.

Besides the letter to Mr. Stone were four
others addressed to Miss Ada Hanbury,
Brisbane, Australia; Gerald Hanbury, the
same address; Mrs. Hanbury, his wite, and
Mr. Bowes who has acted as his legal ad-
viser.

His Last Letter.

Mr. Bowes’ letter is as follows:

28 Grange-avenue, Monday night.

Dear Mr. Bowes: I wriie you these few lines
as 1 have made up oy mind on one point and
that is by by 12 o'clock to-morrow ‘the world will
know me no more. I shall be'dead. Whether the
strain of the last few days Las unhinged me, 1
know not. Ican't stand any more of it. My
fathers address is Bishicp Stowe. Torguay, Dev-
onshire, It youbave occasion to write to °him
and piease do all you can for my wife when I am
gone- 1am writing to my father to-night telling
him everything. _But I hate to think she will be
left friendless. I thank you heartily for all your
kindness to me. Iry and think as kindly as you

can of the whole thing, but. it i worrying me t0°

death and it is better it should be so than to briog
anyore gisgrace upon taose Ilove through deeds
1 may have done wittingly or otherwise. Do mnot
forget my trust in you or my wife until needful
assistance comes to her from Englaud or iny last
wish to you.

On his note paper was a crest, with a erown, a
lion and a battle-ax: and the initials H.H.

The other letters were of much the same
nature and all pointed clearly to the fact
that the young man had deliberately pianned
his own death.

Besides these letters, all of which were
written in the St, Charles cafe on Monday,
he wrote and posted one to his father: it is

thought asking that immediate assistance be
“sent to his wife who is at present in rather a
destitute condition so far at least as ready
cash is councerned.
The Stricken Widow,

The position of Mrs, Hanbury is a sad one.
She was not of the same social circle as her
husband, and bad been counected with the
theatrical profession at London, Eng. She
married her husband to share his fortunes,
for better or for worse. She participated in
his joys. She joined him in his misfor-
tunes. Now she remains to bear her sorrow
alone without means, without friends, a
stranger in a strange land.

Three years ago the couple came to Can-
ade on account of fawmily troubles. The
family of Hanbury were opposed to his
union with the choice of his life. She was
scareely regarded by them as his social equal,
but still be ' persisted and took the conse-
quences. The consequences were that he
was compelled to leave nhome, was given
£1000 and an allowance of $65 per month.
This amount was paid to him by his father’s
agents at Montreal, B, & 8. H, Thompson &
Co., brokers.

EBanbury’s Canadian Career.

After a year’s residence in Toronto he de-
cided to try his fortunes in Canadian farm-
ing. He rented a large farm from a Mr.
Farewell near Oshawa for a termy of five
years, but soon found that the farm ot Can-
ada does nof produce, without labor, gold-
bearing grain. After 13 moaths of uafor-
tunate efforts he retired from farm life and
returned to the city.

While at Oshawa a child was born, but
died when still only a few months old, «

Mr. Hanbury was connected with an old,
highly-respected and wealthy family. His
father, an aged gentleman, is a wealthy iron-
worker., Hisuncleis a large brewer.

A OLEVER CRIMINALS CARERE.

Petition For the Release From Peniten-
tiary of Edward Gahan.

Orrawa, Nov. 25.—Petitions are before
the Minister of Justice asking commutation
of the sentence of life imprisonment which
Edward Gahan, alias Graham, is now serv-
ing in Kingston Penitentiary. The crime
of which he was last convicted he gommit-
ted in August, 1887, in Toronto. One morn-
ing he entered a cigar store in Yonge-street,
kept by one Sievert. He engaged the pro-
prietor’s son, a young man, in conversation,
and in a few moments drew a bottle from
his pocket and threw four ounces of vitriol
in his face. Younmg Sievert was_ terribly
disfigured and lost the sight of one eye
completely.. It “is said that Magistrate
Denison, who sentenced the prisoner, is op-
posed to any commutation.

Graham’s criminal record, as adduced at
the trial, shows that he has been a: desper-
ate character. In 1872 he was sentenced
to 18 monthe’ imprisonment. for forgery in
Kent, England; in June, 1880, he was sen-
tenced to sevén years for larceny in Chi-
chester, and again in June, 1884, to an-
other term of seven years for forgery in
London, Eng. Detectives who are familiar
with the history of his career say that
Graham committed any number of crimes
similar to those mentioned. The London
forgery was one of the most daring
pieces of rascality ever perpetrated. Gra-
ham, it is said, disgnised hirself in the
uniform of a paywaster of a regiment sta-
tioned in the London district by the aid of
several accomplices atgired as officers, and
drew about $20,000 due to the troops. For
seven years helived on the continent,chiefly
at Paris and Berlin, on the Proceeds of a
a series of robberies. Graham’s friends say
that his incarceration is killing him, and
allege that the crime for which he is serv-
ing ﬁin life sentence was committed under
the provocation of an injustice done by hise
victim to a female member of the convict’s
family. It is also said that he very nearly
effected his escape from penitentiary by
sawing through the iyon bars of his cell

Under these circumstances I
do not yet see how I can do anything to
punish him.”

BURIED BY A LANDSLIDE.

Appalllng Disaster on the Northern Paci-
fic Near Tacoma—12 Men Killed Out-
right and Others Buried Alive.

Tacoma, Washington, Nov. 25.—A ter-
rible accident occurred this forenoon near
Canyon Station, on Green'River, some 70
miles east of Tacoma, caused by a landslide
on the Northern Pacific track.

Sixty workmen were sent to the locality
of the disaster to repair the recent wash-
outs on the road and while thus employed
at the base of a high bluff extending
from the river, several thousand
yards of bluff suddenly tumbled
on those beneath killing 12 outright, carry-
ing 200 yards of railroad track and two
men into the river and burying several
others, some of whom it’s thought may be
rescued alive.

Relief trains has been sent from both
sides of the disaster and were at last report
working hard to rescue the buried men.

LIVELY MEETING LAST NIGAT,

Too Many Policemen—Useless City Off-
cials — Mr. Dingman Makes a Neat
Speech, in Which He Finds Consolation
That Others Besides East Enders Are
in Distress,

The Hast Enders turned out strong at the
meeting of the Ratepayers’ Association
in Dingman’s Hall last evening. It was call
for the purpose of forming a branch in dis-
trict No. 1, and was one of the most success*
ful meetings held during the week: :

“If you make the position of
mayor,” %aid he, “an office with a
salary, and employ 1400 other officials under
bim—if this mayor (I do nov say that it has
ever been done) interests himself in raising
the salaries of these employes be will get
their vote and influence, and might sf
office forever. If the mayor is paid why not '
pay the aldermen? They work for nothing,
and a ryle all they get is abuse. I have said
nothing about any alderman, ‘We wish
to: forget the past and to press
on to. something better in the future,
Another thing 1 would like to ecall your at-
tentinn to is the fact that our property is
assessed for a great deal more than its pro-
per value. To keep the rata down to 16
mills they over-value the property. , Gentle-
men, on a proper valuation you are to-day
paying at the rate of 25 or 26 mills on the
doliar.”

East End Grievances. -

The fact is that “‘powers” in hiring
omclxlals do not take ability into consideration
at all. B

Ald Leslie said that in the City Council he
worked for the fized assessment, which was
one of the planksin the ratepayer’s platform.
The ‘*‘powers” worked against it and
thought that it could be stretched =
little more before being “fixed. The presen$
large debt of the city, he said, had not been
incurred in the past two or three years, IS
had been accumulating for a long-- time, It
was a very large debt. ~ The interesy on it
was $750,000 por annum, In Detroit, a city
with a population of 70,000 more than To~
ronto, the whole debt was just the same as
the interest ou Toronto’s devt for one year, He
thought that the number of policemen should
be reduced.
