Montreal, Oct. 20— (Oanadian
Press)—Canadian children’s harsh
vowels and rough manuer of speaking
were deplored last evening by Bishop
Farthing in. the course of an address
of welcome to the Protestant teachers
of the province at ths evening ses-
sion of their annual convention.

‘‘Teach them to speak English, to
breathe through ,their noses and
speak through their mouths, as 'God
intended them' to do,” said His Lerd-
ship. He considered it regrettable
that Canadian children should lack
culture and be unable to speak g!eas-
ing English, a condition which led
many employers to prefer English
boys to the Canadian youth in of-
