ARGE ENTRIES, large attendance, everything in

good order, keen competition, a g od spirit among

5 the exhibitors, and hard working officials,

made this perhaps the most successful show ever held in
Montreal,

Over one thousand entries gladdened the heart of the
Executive, who have been for months toiling to make the
show a success. Andat the outset a warm tribute of
praise is due the President, Mr. W. H. Ulley, and the Secre-
tary, Mr. F. W. Molson, whose uatiring exertions continued
till the close of the exhibition. It would be invidious to
single out particular workers on the Executive, but we can-
not refrain from referring to the * Grand Old Man,” Mr. T,
Costen, who was to the fore as usual and as lively as a
chicken hatched frorn one of his own incubators. )

The judges were I. K. Felch of Natick, Mass., for
poultry ; C. H. Currier, Montreal, pigeons, and G. C. Phil-
pott, of Montreal, birds and pet stock.

The greatest interest centred around the award of the
cups, hoth on account of their number and value. In
addition to the association cups competed for last year there
were four additional ones this year. Among the number
was the Sir D. A. Smith cup, the most valuable trophy e*er
competed for m a poultry show in Canada. The Kingston
men came, saw, and conquered, and took away with them
nearly all the cups possible for them to do so, in addition to
which they secured the gold prize offered by the Express Com
pany Following isthe mannerin which thevaluablecups have
been awarded: The &ir Donald A. Smith cup was
awarded to Messts. Haycock & Kent, Kingston, with a
breeding pen of white W andottes, scoring 190 35-6 ; the
4. E. Senth cup, for the highest scoring breeding pen Ban:
tams, was awarded to Messts. Oldrieve & Nicol, Kingston ;
the Plymouth Rock cup, open to Province of Quebec only,
was awarded to T. J. Virtue; the Association Wyandotte
cup, fo- the highest scoring breeding pen, any variety, was
awarded to Messrs. Haycock & Kent. The Association
cup for the highest scoring male Plymouth Rock, was
awarded to Messrs, Haycock & Kent. The silver cup
given by Mr. I. K. Felch, the poultry judge of Natick,

Mass., for the highest scoring breeding pen of ight Brahmas,
was awarded to Mr. Tuomas Hzll, Qutremont.

The poultry entries were 744, induding most of the
standard varieties, and exhibitors were from all over the
Province of Quebec,and from Outario as far west as Toronto.
Kingston was most strongly represented, Messrs. Haycock
& Kent and Messrs. Oldrieve & Nicol having nearly 1o0
birds cach, while C. ]. Dauiels of Toronto brought down
over too. The pheasants of Mr. A. Joyce attracted con-
siderable attention, as also -id the turkeys of Mr. R. Reford.
